ARRIVAL FROM PORT ROYAL.

The steamer Gen. Hooker arrived here last

UNSUCCESEFUL ATTEMPT OF THE REBELS

A despatch from General Grant, dated this

The at-
tack was made with spirit about 5 p. m., con-
tinuing untl after dark, resulting in our carry-
ing the enemy’s worke on the right of the 6th
corps, where we still hold them, and also the
first live in front of Smith. The latter, how-
ever, wers commanded by another line in rear,
which made those carried untenable. The en-
emy mwade repeated assaults on each of the
corps pot ecugaged in the main assault, but
were repulsed with loss in every instance.

Considerable cannonading was heard at the
White House when the steamer left, but it was
not known whether a general engagement was
in progress or not.

A number of rebel prisoners were on their
way from the front to the White House.

The wounded of the engagement of Tuesday
were being brought down, but none of them
had been placed en board the hospital steamers

LATER.

The Keyport arrived at the Sixth street
wharfat 1 o'clock this afternoon, having left
the White House at noon yestezday. She
brought up the mail of Baldy Smith’s division
Parties who came up on her state that heavy
cannonading was heard there when they left,
indicating that an engagement was in progress

A cavalryman who came in from the front
to the White House, reported that the 6th
Oorps was engaged, having brought it on by a
rapid and sudden movemeat from the left to
the right.

The 10th and 18th Army Corps, which have
consolidated, have safely reached Gen. Grant.

Several regiments of negro troops, doubtless
a portion os Butler’s forces, were being landed
at the White House when the Keyport left.

The hospital steamer Connecticut was en-
gaged in taking on the wounded that had been
brought down from the fromnt, but she had not
received a sufficient number to warrant her
