on which they were engaged when yon left,
and in it they fought bravely, though their
pickets had been surprised, and the rebels were
close uponthem before they were discovered
The Lexington had steam up and moved im¬

mediately ont into the stream, and opened on
tbvui a rapid lire. The enemy was quickly re¬
plied, and retired to the woods.
We have no casualties, and of the garrison

one was killed ami four wounded. One negro
was killed, and two families ol refugees carried
off. Two dead and three wounded rebels fell
into our hands, but most of their killed and
wounded were dragged off the field.
The wounded Federal and rebels are being

cared for in this ship.
Had there been another armed vessel here 1

could have cut off their retreat and captured
the whole command, but I did not deem it pru¬
dent to leave this point with the Lexington.
