ScrooL EXAMINATIONS.—1n conseguence of
the disturbed condstion of things, we have
been obliged te hold over some of the notices of
school examinatious prepared. and find it
WecessATY now to abbreviate them considera.
bly, for want of room, 1n consequence of the
pressure of news of a more exciting character,

First District—The Male QGrammar School,
!“"bﬂillt 49 B(,‘nﬂ:ars. wias Q'Iﬂmlned by
Messrs. Wilson, White and Lipscomb, mn the

presence of a larger number of visitors (con-
gisting cf parents and triends of the scholars
nnd teachers of other =cheols) than we have
seen Al any cuher examination in the First Dis-
trict. This school is taught by Mr. S. J. Thom-
son.

The scholars were very thoroughly ex8m-
ined in readimy, spelling, geography, g£ram-
miar, mental and practical arithnetic, govern-
mental instruoctor, history, music, &c.. Which
resulted very =atisfactorly, showing that the
scholars had made excelient prograss during
the past year. Mr. Thomson has evidently
Juade specialities of the important branches of
mental and practieal arithmetic, for the first
and second classes were exceedingly proficient,
solving the most difficult problems with appa-
Tent ease, and answering guickly and prompt-
1y. The third class was aliftle slower, but
iheir answers were generally correct. In
grammar, gregraphy and history the first and
second classes passed 34 very good examin-
Ation, and the third class passed a most satis-
factory examination in all their studies. In
musie the school was examined in concert hy
Prot. Daniel, and the scholars seemed to have
made good progress,

The schiool ranks among the very hast in the
city, and for the pasi three years has bean
awarded the scholarship in Columbian Col-
lege. The Trustees have selected the tollowing
scholars from this school, npon the meri‘s of
iheir writien examinations, &8 contestants for
the scbolar=hip in Columbian College for the
ensuing year: Eben 0O. McNair, Labin T.
Brammerman, Robert M. Thomson, and Thos.
H. Bremmerman. Robert Thomson, being =2
son of the teacher of this school, has, frcm
motives of delicacy, declined to be a candidate
tor the place,

Toe room in which this school is held was,
like all others we have visited, tastetully dec-
orated with evergreens and flags.

Second Instricf.—Secondary No. 5, (female)
taught by Miss Martha Fletcher, in the largest
Toom of the building at the intersection ot

‘was examined on Friday by Mr. Rhees, in the
presence of guite a number of wvisitors.

#chool numbers i1 echolars, all of whom were
present. The dicration exercises on the slate
sand blackboard were exccllent, s was also
the map drawing, upon which the scholars
have ouly been practicing a few days.

The order observed in the school was
excellent; and the resalt of the examination
Bltogether was very much Lo the credit of the
teacher.

Necoudary No.6, tavght by Miss Alice McIne
