IMPORTANT FROM SHERMAN.
The Fate of Atlanta Sealed.

NABBVILLE, July 2i.—A despatch says:
General Sherman has, hyabrilliug:lnd flank
movement in the teeth of the enemy, who were
ltrongl‘g posted at Atlanta, and by rapid move-
ment, thrown an army o the left of Atlanta
npon the railroad to Decatur, thus severing
the rcbel communications with Richmond. On
the 17th the army moved within five miles o
Atlanta.

The left, under McPherson, occupied Deca-
tar.- The enemy ap ed Lo be in force in the
woods about the city; our Army occupying &
Jine forming an are of a circle northeast of
Atlanta. On the 17th, Hooker's corps was
going into position on the left of McPherson.
Uther troops were marching to ¢xtend the line
still turther southward. The army was in the
most encouraging condition.

Theinvestment of Atlanta must eventuate
oply 1n ite sorrender.

Nothing has been received here to indicate
that Johnston bas reinforced Richmond. On
the contrary, it is believed that Johnston can-
not move south of Atlanta and that his
army will be forced into the works of that
place.

Later reports from Gen. Sherman state that

Jobnston yesterday moved out of Atlanta and
attacked the left wing of our army at Decatur,
The assaunlt was made with great vigor, and re-
eulted in a bloody repulse—the rebels retiring
to their works.

BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD,
Travel Actively Resumed.

BALTIMORE, July 21 —The bridges, track
and telégraph line of the Baltimore and Ohio
railroad to the West have all been thor-
ounghly restored, and the route is again fully
opened to-day for all passenger and freight
Qperations,

Gen. Hunter reports that he has driven the
epemy from Winchester, Berryville and all
other points within forty or fifty miles of the
road, and no aPprehenslon as to its perfect
safety ie now felt.

PEACE Fhorosirions.

The following despatch from Niagara Falls
to the Rochester Democrat we find in the New
York Times of yesterday:

NiAGARA FALLS, Jul({ 20.—Two weeks ago
George N. Sanders, C. C. Clay, of Alabamas,
Jacob Thompson, of Mississippi, and J. P.
Holcomb, of Virginia, arrived at the Clifton
Houee, just across the river from this place.
Their arrival was duly announced in the pub-
lic press, and the object of their mission was
understood to be to consult with the Democrat-
ic leaders of the INorth in reference to the Chi-
cago Convention.

Results proved, however, that they had a
double purpose in view, which was firstdevel-
oped to Horace Greeley by George N.Sanders,
who wrote to Mr. Greeley, stating that Messrs.
Clay. Thompson, and Holcomb were duly rec-
ognized commissioners of the Uonfederate Gov-
erpment, apd desired to Enow what terms
could be made for terminating the war hetween
the two sectione. He added, however, that
these commissioners werenotspecially anthor-
ized to negotiate for a cessation of hostilities or
a restoration of tne Union, but thatthey wonld
like to have an informal conference with snch
persons as the United States Government mizht
indicate tomeet them. These factshaving been
presented to Mr. Lincoln, he requested Mr.
QGreeley to act in the matter as he thought ad-
visable under the peculiar circumstances, and
stated that he (Mr. L.) should at any time be
pleased to receive propositions from those who
had been in arms against the Government for
a return to their allegiance and duty as citi-
zens of the Union.

He aleo stated that he should be pleased to
gee the Union restored upon any terms con-
sistent with the present aund future safetry,
weltare, and honor of the Government. Mr.
Greeley having settled all preliminaries with
Mr. Lincoln, proceeded to this place, reaching
here last Monday morning, and took up quar-
ters at the International Hotel A correspond-
ence was at once opened with the commission-
€rs, and, as a final resvlt, they made the fol-
lowing proposition, and gave it as their opin-
ion that the Richmond Government wounld
approve and ratify the same. The restora-
tion of the Union in stafu que upon this
basis : -~ A

1st All negrocerx which have been actuaily
f’reed by the war to be secured in such free-

om.

2d. All negroes at present held as slaves to
remain £0.

3?. The war debt of both parties to be paid
by the United States.

4th. The old doctrine of State rights to
be recognized in reconstructing the Union.

This propositien was laid before Mr. Lin.
coln by Mr, Greeley. The President at once
telegraphed to Mr. Greeley the terms upon
which he wonld propose a seitlement and re-
construction, to wit:

The full and complete restoration of the
Union In all its territorial integrity; the aban.
donment of slavery by the seceded States, un.
der conditions which should, while respecting
the property-rights of all loyal men, afford
ample security against another war in the in.
terest of slavery.

Atter eonsiderable correspondence hetween
the parties, it was concluded to refer the whole
matter back to the two Governments for recon-
sideration. All negotiations having been termi-
nated, Mr. Greeley, in com y with Mr. Hay,
Private Secretary of Mr. Lincoln, called npon
the commissioners at the Clifton ﬁom, on the
Canada side, where a protracted and pleasant
interview was held, and the various questions
under consideration were discussed at length.
Mr. Greeley left the Falls for New York on
this afternoon’s train. It is understood that
the commissioners, with Sanders and Jewett,
who are both here, are to remain and carry on
nrgotluiona with the Democrats. A letter 1s
10 be prepared for the Ohi Oonvention, in
which the commissioners will hold out strong
assurances of a restoration of the Union under
Democratic auspices. The whole movement is
regarded many as & mere scheme to entrap
the Administration into a false position before
the country and the world, for the benefit of
the disnnion Democrats.
