Wo at-
tacked them on tho evening of the 31st with
two corps, but foiled to dislodge them. This
made it necessary to abandon Atlanta, which
was done on the night of the first of Septem¬
ber.

Sept. 6..To*day quiet has reigned along the
Une, excepting an occasionai gun from the
center of onr line.
Baia has been falling all day, and still con¬

tinues, with a cold wind blowing.
Bnmors nave been prevalent for two days

post that a part of Early s troops bad arrived
la oar iront, and were massing on our left
flank, necessitating another struggle for the
possession of tbe Welaon road, and prepara¬
tions were made to receive them; but thus far,
with the exception of a few guerrillas, no en¬
emy has appeared in that direction.
Last evening the enemy in front of our line

where lt crosses the Jerusalem road were veryjubilant for a time, Indulging in loud cheering,which extended along the line to the right,toward tbe Appomattox. Cor pickets hailed
theirs, and asked tbe cause of the commotion,and tbe answer came, «'Atlanta has b»»en re¬taken by Hood." Notwithstanding the improb-ability of the story, it rapidly gained circula-Hod, and cansed some depression for a time.But soon after a deserter came in and re¬ported that one of tbeir men bad tied a canteen
to a dog's tail and started bim through their
lines, thinking thus to frighten our men. But
the dog kept bis own side, and his frightenedcries, as he sped along, cansed the rebels to
cheer and hallo so loud. Thus the matter
was explained.
Yesterday a party of colored recruits arrived

here, and on the way to their regiments gotrather nearer to the front than they calculated.
Ia passing along an open space near Fort War·
ren the enemy obtained a view of them, and
threw a shell or two in their midst. Such a
Mattering was really ludicrous. Abandoningtheir guns, knapsacks, etc., tbey flew toward
the fort, in front of which is a ditch six or sev¬
en feet wide, and as many deep, with several
mettes of water and mud. Into this theypiled one on top oi another, evidently think¬
ing tfcey wonld be safe there, while the men in
tke fort rushed out and reaped quite a harvest
of knapsacks, Ac.,which lay on the road. Theofficer in charge of tbe party seems to havefirst reached the trench, and endeavored to
prevent the men from following him, orderingthem to rally. When asked what be was do¬
ing there, he said he bad not been underAre for several months and was rather
nervous at his close proximity to tbe enemy.Considerable effort was required to extricate
them from tbeir aomewbat unpleasant po¬sition, after which tbey left to join their com¬
mands. It is hoped that if they are ever
charged by tho enemy tbey will profit by the
lesson they received yesterday, and not ranlato a trap, in which tbe rebels would like to
catoh them, and where a dozen could keep atkensand without the slightest fear of one es¬
caping.

THB WHEELER RAID.
Tbe latest intelligence is te the effect tbat

Gen. Rousseau continue to parane Wheeler,
who ia evidently trying to reach thj Teaaee-
sea, aad cross at tha nearest practicable
point.
Almost constant Bkli_tlebinf occurs between

the rebel rear and onr front. The dam Age done
by the reidera to the railroad Is not great,
though two or three days will be required to
repair it.
The rebel Gen. Kelley, commanding a divi¬

sion of Wheeler'· cavalry, was mortallywonnded day before yeeterday, aad is now a
prisoner. In every skirmish the rebel dead
and wounded fell into our bands.

Col. Brownlow was wounded ia a charge
on the rebels; but we understand bts injuries
are not serious.
Our whole loss, thus far, does not exceed 50t

and we have token over 150 prisoners, and
killed from 20 to 30 more of the enemy.
The lateet beard from the rebels, they were

twenty miles soutbweet of Franklin, and re¬
treating.
Latbb..The latestfrom tbe front was dated

at 3 p. m. yesteTday. Wheeler was retreating
witb all speed, occasionally tearing up a few
rails, but always avoiding all the block housee
and all points where there was a probability of
resistance.
Koseeau is immediately on bis heels, and the

other divisions, of which we spoke yesterday,
which were moving up, are all on bim, or near
at band.
The injury to the railroad between here

and Decatur is alight indeed; and Wheeler
will hardly have time to do any more devil¬
ment.
We bope soon to record tbe capture of the

greater portion of Wheeler's command. Cer¬
tain it is, if tbe Tennessee river keeps np, his
escape will be nearly impossible.
Onr loss ia lighter than at first reported, and

will not exceed 30 men all told.
Latbbt..Oapt. Vooris, of Gen. Roeseau's

staff, arrived here yeeterday, and furnishes us
the following particulars of tbe fighting yes¬
terday nnd day before :
On Thursday evening, Capt. Elkin, of Ros-

seau's staff, at tbe bead of75 men, made a charge
npon a rebel force ot 180, near Antioco, and
drove them pell meli, killing eightand wound¬
ing a number.
On Friday night, Oapt. Vooris, who left the

city the night before with 350 men, came np
with the enemy near Franklin, bnt found Gen.
Roseeam near, engaging them. Heavy fighting
occurred throughout the day.
Tbe rebels outnumbered Roaaean, and at one

tima flanked bim on both wiags, but tbey were
gallantly repulsed, and finally driven from
tbeir original position, and compelled te re¬
treat.
We regret tbat we cannot designate the offi¬

cers and troops who took tbe most conspicuous
part in the gallant charge.
Tbe fight lasted nearly all day. One section

of Marshall's let Ohio battery was warmly
engaged several time·, and did excellent exe¬
cution.
The loss of tbe rebels was about fifty killed,

(left on the field,) and a large number of
wounded.perhaps two hundred. The defeat
of Wneeler was complete. He did not succeed
in entering Franklin, as be was cut off by Gen¬
eral Rousseau's forces.
Colonel Brown low's wound ia very severe,

but not mortal. The ball passed through both
thighs, but did not strike any of the bones.
The rebels are trying to make their escape-

flying at the top of their speed. With reference
to certain movements on tbe programme, we
must continue silent; but we have no doubt
tbey will result in a brilliant success..Nash¬
ville Union, Sept. 4.

AlXEOED Murdbrbb Abbbstbd..Yester¬

day, detective Clarvoe and officer Simonds
succeeded in arresting a teamster named Wm.
Lambert, who is charged witb the murder of
Patrick Mallery, of the 18th Y. R. C, on Satur¬
day night last, in an alley between 12th and
13th streets west nnd M etreet and Massachu¬
setts avenue. Lambert was found secreted in
a barn on the farm of Mr. John C. Ri ves, a
mile tbia sideof Bladeneburg Officer Simonds
found Lambert in tbe bay loft, and as he ap¬
proached Lambert roae np, and remarking "I
am reedy," drew a large knife, and used it in
such a menacing manner that officer Simonds
fired bis pistol, tbe baU taking effect in the
right arm of Lambert, just above the el be w,
and lodging there. Lambert then deliberatelystabbed himself with his knife six times in the
left breast, but the wounds were not sufficient¬
ly deep to prove fatal.
The prisoner was then secured and Dr. Chas.

O. Lewis, of Bladeneburg, was sent for and
dressed tbe wounds, ladies in tbe neighborhood
at tbe same time doing what tbey conld to al¬
leviate tbe sufferings of the prisoner. When
asked why he bad attempted to take his life,
Lambert said tbat he bad stabbed Mallery but
bad dona it in self defence. He made the fol¬
lowing statement, which detective Clarvoe
wrote down as be uttered it. «« I aaked Bell,"
Ireferring to Isabella Taylor, col., near whose
louee tbe quarrel took place,) " I asked Bell

to come ont. A soldier came ont and etruck
me with something bard. I told the woman to
keep bim back, and abe done the beat to keep
bim back. I teld ber to keep him back or I
would hurt bim. He came atme then anda
general fight took place. He then threw a lamp
at me and I ent him."
Lamtert waa brought to this city aad taken

to tbe headquarter· of tbe police, where tbe
wonnds were again examined by Dr. Kaaeby,
and pronounced not dangerous. Lambert con¬
tinually acknowledged tbat ha bad killed a
man, but insisted tbat the act was committed
in self-defence. He aaid be had stabbed him¬
self because ha wanted to die, ne be bad no
frienda and feared be conld not obtain justice.
He asked to be let alone se be might dia
Lambert was committed to jaii, aad this

morning bla woanda are doing very well. He
says be is alona la the world, baying neither
father, mother, or friend«.
