RETURN OF A BOOUTING PARTY.

Major Ludlow, with a detachment of the Sth
Illinois cavalry, returned to Muddy Branch
yesterday, atfter a successful scout through
Loudon Valley, by way of Leesburg, having

roceeded as far up as Purcerville. They
Eeard of no force of the enet:iv in Loudon
Valley except Mosby's men. ajor Ludlow
brought in four prisoners and nine horses, cap-
tured in Leesburg. These prisoners were run
down while attempting to escape, and one of
them was severely injured by his horse falling
upon him.

Among the priconers captured and brought
in is Edward S. Wright, known in Leesburg
as Capt. Wright, who has been trying for
months past to recruit& company for White's
battalion. He has gained considerable noto-
riety in that section, and several ineffectual
efforts have been made by our cavalry to effect
his capture.

The other prisoners captured by Maj. Lud-
low are named John Sellman, 1st Maryland
cavalry, Johnson's Brigade; James Harper
and Charles Walter, White's battalion, Ros-
sger’s brigade. They have been brought to this
city, and committed to the Old Capitol.

FROM THE FPRONT—ATTACK ANTIQOIPATED,
The mail steamer Daniel Webster arrived

here this morning at 8 e’clock, from Qity Point:
Affairs at the front remained unchanged up
to 10 o’clock yesterday morning, the hour at

which the Webster left City Point.

It is believed at City Point that a consider-
able portion of Early’s command has refoined
Lee, and an attack is momentarily anticipated
on eur position on the Weldon railroad, as our
pickets were driven in on Wednesday night.

In case of an attack the rebels will find it
impossible to dislodge our troops, as they have
impregnable earthworks thrown up in front
and rear, and they feel confident of holding
their ground against any numoers.

The work on the railroad to the point occu-
pied by our troops on the Weldon road is being
rapidly pushed forward, and it is expected
that the road will be in running order on Sun-
day next.
