Yesterday, Major General Sheridan attacked
Early, fought a great battle, and won a splen-
did victory. Over twenty-five hundred pris-
oners were captured, nine battle-flags, five
pieces of artillery were captured, and the rebel

Generals Gordon and Rhodes were killed, three |

other general officers wounded. A1l the ene-
my's killed and most of their wounded have
fallen into our hands. The details are stated
‘n the following official telegrams received by
this department. The department learns with
deep regret that we lost Gen. Russell, killed,
Generals Upton, MclIntosh, and Chapman are
wounded.

HARPER’S FERRY, VA, Sept. 19, 12 noon.—
Hon. Edwin M. Stanton, Secretary of War: Sheri-
dan moved on the enemy this morning at day-
light. Soonr after the moyement commenced,
heavyand continued firing for two hours was
hean{ then ceased, apparently receding, re-
sumed about nine o'clock, and has continued
to this hour, twelve M., apparent in the vicin-
ity of Bunker Hill.

Harrzr's FErry, Sept. 19, 7 p. m.—Hon.
Edwin M. Stanton, Secretaryof War - Just heard
from the front. Our cavalry, under (Generals
Averill and Merritt, engaged Breckinridge’s
corps at Darksvilie at daylight, and up to one
o'clock had driven him beyond Stevenson’s
Depot, a distance of seven miles, killing and
wounding quite & number, and capturing two
hundred prisoners from Gordon’s division.
On centre and left the enemy were driven
about three miles beyond the Opequan, into a
line of earthworks, our infantry attacking them
in position. Since then, as the officer left, he
could distinetly hear heavy musketry firing,
and continnous and heavy artilliery firing as
he came in.

Major General Sheridan transmits to Gen.
Grant the following official report just re.
ceived by the department :

WINCHESTER, VA, 7.30 p. m., Sept. 19.—
Lieut. Gen, U. S. Grant: 1 have the honor to
Teport that I attacked the torces of Gen. Early
over the Berryville pike, at the crossing of the
Opequan Creek, and after a most stubborn and
sanguinary engagement, which lasted from
early in the morning until five o’clock in the
evening, completely defeated him, and driving
him throngh Winchester, capturing about two
thousand five hundred prisoners, five pieces of
artillery, nine army flags and most of their
wounded.

The rebel Gens. Rhodes and Gordon were
Kkilled and three other general officers wounded.

Most of the enemy’s wounded and all of their
Xkilled fell into our hands.

Our losses are severe. Anong them Gen. D,
A. Russell, commanding division in 6th corps,
who was killed by a cannon ball. Gens. Up-
ton, McIntosh and Chapman were wounded.
1 cannot yet tell our losses.

The conduct of the officers and men was
moet superb. They charged and carried every
position taken up by the rebels from Opequan
Creek to Winchester.

The rebels were strong in numbers and very
obstinate in their fighting.

I desire to mention to the Lientenant General
commanding the Army the gallant conduct of
Generals Wright, Orook, Emory and Torbert,
and the officers and men under their command.
To them the country is indebted for this hand-
some victory.

On motion, the ward exemption clab were
requested to meet at the hall at 7 o'clock this
(Tuesday) evening, one hour previous to the
general meeting of the citizens.

Justice Boswell moved that the Association
pledge itself to rajse whatever amout might be
necessary to fill the quota of the ward, and
that no man drafted should leave the ward;
which was carried with enthusiasm.

Mr. R. F. Bartle suggested that a large sum
of money might be collected at the Arsenal if
arrangements could be made so that their sab-
scriptions, payable the first of the month, could
be received.

Mr. Jas. King stated that he had made large
collections at the Arsenal, which would be
paid on pay day, for which he and Mr. Dud-
ley wounld be personally responsible, and Mr.
Semmes would advance the money.

At this point a delegation of colored men en-
tered the roem, headed by Mr. John F. N. Wil-
kinson, and presented tothe association the
sum of $£401.92, the result of a meeting of the
colored people at the Wesley Zion Church. He
stated that the notice of the meeting had been
80 short that the number present was not so
large as desired. With sofficient time they
could collect $4,000 instead of $400. Meetings
would be held every evening until the draft
took place.

A communication was received from Colin
Crusor, stating that #125 of the $400 had been
collected by the colored committee.

A complimentary vote to the colored people
appreciatory of their efforts in raising this
handsome amount was unanimously passed.

‘We learn from parties who arrived here las
night from Hagerstown, that on Sunday the
rebeis, under McCausland and Johnson, ad-
vanced form Bunker Hill and attacked Averill
at Martinsburg.

Averill, after a spirited resistance, fell back
to Hainesvile, & short distance from Falling
Waters, on the Virginia side of the river, where
he took up a position.

Dujing Sunday night Averill received rein.
forcements, and at 4 o’clock yesterday morning
advanced against the rebels and drove them
gack to Bunker Hill, and re-occupied Martins-

urg.

The loss in these engagements was not defi-
nitely known, but is supposed to be light.

On Sunday a body of dismounted cavalry
was dispatched from the camp at Hagerstown
to Williamsport, where they are now guarding
the fords of the river.

The cannonading caused by the affair was
distinctly heard at Hagerstown, and caused
considerable anxiety as to the result.

Passengers who came down from Hagers.
town to Frederick yesterday state that when
passing through Middletown Valley, at eleven
o'clock a. m., continmous cannonading could
be heard in the direction of Berryville, from
%e ?olnt where Sheridan was engaged with

arly.

They stage passed guite & number of panick-
farmers in the valley. who were running of
their horses for fear that the rebels might suc-
ceed in getting across the river. The subse-
quent news that Sheridan had beaten Early
badly, driving him through Winchester, reas-
sured the farmers, who took the back track
homeward with their cattle.

FBOM THE FRONT.

The United States mail steamer (Oharlo tte
Vanderbilt, Capt. Colmay, arrived here this
morning at 19 o'clock from City Point with the
army mails and passengers.

She reports that an engagement is anticipa.
ted, as ‘hea.\'y skirmishing and picket firing
was still going on in the vicinity of the Wel-
don Road yesterday morning at 10 o'clock.

The rebels continue to throw an occasional
shell at our working parties on our new rail-
road, but with little or no effect.

Sunday night the movements of the rebels
in the vicinity of Sycamore church indicated
that they were making preparations tor anoth-
er raid in our rear for the purpose, it was sup-
posed, of getting to City Point if possible. Ru.-
mors were afloat at City Point Sunday night
that the rebele were within 8 miles of that
pt{nce, but no person could be found who saw
them.

Qur troops were called out and held in read -
iness, but up to ten o’clock yesterday morning
no rebels had made their apperrance.

The man killed on the downward trip of the
Vanderbilt was John M. Reed. His body was
conveyed to City Point, where it was interred.
The man that committed the deed was placed
under guard there, and will be tried by court-
martial.

The steamer Keyport, Capt. E. S. Tolbert,
while coming out ot the channel at Fortress
Monroe yesterday, ran against an anchor lett
there by the wreckers, and stove in her bottom.
She filled rapidly, and it was found necessary
to run her on the fiats, where she sunk in
twelve feet water a few moments after the ac-
cident. All on board were saved, and wreck-
ers have been sent for to raise her.

A BALUTE IN HONOR OF GEN, SHERIDAN'S
VICTORY,
