1 be tonrth provides if the
fund be not sufficient to relieve all the -v^ sub¬
scribers they shall be entitled to receive a
ehare of tbe money. Tbe fifth provides that
tbe c »mmittee on recruiting provide substitutes
for those 925 subscribers drafted, if such can
be procured at the price heretofore paid for re¬
cruits, and if they cannot be procured the
treasurer be directed to divide the money with
them, tbat may be now on band.
[Tbe airount now on hand is from ten to

twelve hundred dollars and tbe number of 925
subscribers drafted is six or eight.]
Mr. Jared Knott strenuously opposed the

adoption of the resolutions, which debars the
poor man nnable to pay the amount receiving
©enetirs. He bad heretofore understood that
tbe funds were for tbe benefit of the entire
ward, and not to be used to the prejudice of the
poor man.
Mr. Penick asked if these parties were

to be paid out of the «*¿.'> subscription or out of
the funds of tbe whole ward. He stited that
son* of those be had called on could give but
little, and some borrowed what they did pay.
Mr. Harbour stated that the working men

themselves first urged the BBS subscription.
He » tiered this resolution to increase the lunds,
and had no doubt but tbat that would be the
effect. Tbe gentleman on tbe other side seemed
to have forgot that tbe general fund of the
ward bad enabled the recruiting committee to
put in 17 recruits, and 31 names were taken
from tie box, and he asked who could tell but
that tbe gentlemen opposing the resolutions
were the very ones saved by this course.
Mr Murphy said be had offered the original

resolution with a proviso that the poor
man, whose only means was his daily labor,
should receive benefits. He offered hisresolu-
tion to increase the funds, aud be believed Mr.
