A variety of

agrucirs, which will be specified herein, have |

been employed, and saceessinlly, to asxcertain
Ma natere and éxtent, as well as its alms and
It resuits. and, as thie investigation has led to
the arrest in s¢veTal States of 4 number of s
Promivent members as dangerons enemies 0
ibeir country, it has been deemed proper to set
forth in full the acts and purposes of this or-
gapizatior, and thus to make known to the
community at large its intensely treasoaable
and revolutionary spirit.

«This secret association flrst de veloped it-
self in the West 1n the year 1562, aboat the
period of the first con scriptien of troops, which
aimed to ionstruct and resist  Originally
¥nown in certain localities as the M utaal
Protection Society,” the sCircle of Honor,” or
the »w(ircle” or «Knights of the Mignty Host,”
but more widely as the “Knizhts of the Gold-
en Circle,” it was seimply an inspiration of the
rebellion, beiag little other than au extension
amopg the disloyval and disaffected at the North
of the association of tne latter name, which
bad existed for some years at the South, and
from which it derived all the chiel features of
its organization.

w During the summer and fall of 15G3, the
Oider, both at the North and South, under went
gome modficanions as well as a change of
name. Incoascquence of apartial exposure
which had been made of the sigos and secret
forms of the +“Knpights of the Golden Circle,”
bterlieg Price had instituted as its saccessor
in Missourl a secret political association,
which he called the «Uorpe de Belgigue,” or
wSonthern Leasue;” his principal coadjntor
teicg Charles L. Hunt. of St Louis, then B:l-
g an Consul at that city, but whose enequator
was subseguently revoked by the President on
a count of hue disloyal practices. The special
ohpet 0t the Corps de bBelgique appears to
huve heen to nnite the rebel sympatnizers of
Migsouri, with a view {0 their taking up arms
anc joining Price upon his proposed grand in
vasion ot that State, snd to their recruiting for
hiearmy in the interim.

w Meanwhile, aiso, there had been instituted
at the Normh, inthe antamn of '~C!, by sundry
dicslogyal persons, prominentamong whom were
Vallandigham ad P. C. Wright, of New York,
a secret order, intended to be general throunzh-
ont the countryv,and aiming at an extended in-
fluence a1 d power, and At more positiveresalis
than it predecessor, and which was termed,
apd bas sirce been widely kuown as the 0. A
E., or wwOrder of American Knights ™

*The orinion ie exprese d by Colonel San-
dersor. Privost Marshal (General of the [e-
partment of Misgouri,in his official report upon
ths progrees of the order, that it was founded
by Vallandigham during h's banisament, and
wpon consultation at Richmond with Davis
and other prominepttraitors. Itis,indeed, the
borst of the order in Indiana and elsewhere,
that fte writual™ came direct from Davis him-
ee'f. and Mary Anr Pitman, formerly attached
to the command of the rebel Forres:, and a
most 'moelligent witness, whose Ltestimouy
will be bereafter referred to, states positively
that Iravie is A member of the order.

« Upon the institution of the principal orga-
pizaticn, 1tis represented that the «Corps de
Belgigue™ was modified by Price, and becamse
a Scothern =section of the O. A. K., and that
the new pame was generally adopted tor the
order, bo' at the North and South.

« The secreteigns and character of the order
havipng bfcome Euown to our military authorl-

* ties, furtber modifications in the ritual and
forms were introduced, and it8 name was
firally changed to that of the O. S. L., or
uwOrder of the Sons of Liberty,” or the «Knights
of the order of the Sons of Liberty.” Thess
later changes are represented tohave been first
instifuted, and the new ritnal compiled, in the
Siate of Incisra, in May lasr, but the new
name was at once generally adopted through-
out the West, though in some localities the as-
sociation Is still better known as the “Order of
American Knights.”

“ Meanwhile, also, the order has received
cer:ain Jocal designations. In partsof Illinols
it has been called at times the +Peace Organi-
tion,” in Kentucky the *:Star Organization;”
these, however, heing apparently pames used
ontside ot the lodges of theorder. Its members
have also been tamiliarly designated as «+But-
ternuts” but the country people ot Illinois,
Indiana, and Ohio,and its separate lodges have
aleo {frequently received titles intended for the
pubiic ear; that in Chicago, for instance, being
teymed by its members the ““Democratic Invin-
cible Club,” thatin Louisville, the -*Democratic
Reading Room,” &e.

s»dt is to be added thatin the State ot New
York, and o her parts of the North, the secret
nelitical association known as the - McClellan
Ainute Gauagrd”’ would seem 10 be & branch of
the . A. K., baving substantially the same ob-
jects, to be accomplished. however, by meauns
expresely anited to the localities in which it is
eatablished. For, as the Chief Secretary of this
association. Dr. R. F. Stevens, stated in June
last to & reliable witness whose testimony has
been furnished, *vhiose who represent the Mc-
Clellan interest are compelled to preach a vig-

orous prosecution of the war, in order to se- |

cure the popular sentiment and allure voters.””

With regard to ‘‘its orgaaization and of-
ficers,” from printed copies of the constitution
heretpfore seized by the (Governmeni, itf r;;s
®sen ascertained that the government of !he
order throughout tha Unfied States is vested
in a supreme conncil, of whicn the oiicersare
a Supreme Commander, Secretary of State and
Treasurer, who are elected for one year. Ina
State, the government of the order is vested in
a Grand Council, the officers of which area
Gracd Commander, Deputy Grand Com-
mander, Grand Secretary, (Grand Treasarer,
and 8 certain number of Major Generals, or
one for each military district, also elected an-
nually by representatives from whbat are called
County Temples.

liut the suengzth and eignificance of this or-
gapization lie in its mucary character. The
Eecret constitution of the Supreme Counsil

rovides that the Supreme Commander ¢ shall

e commander-in-chief of all military forces be-
iomging fo the orvder in the various States when
called into actual service;” and, tarther, that the
Grand Commanders ¢ shall be commanders-in-
chief of the military forces of their respective
States. Subordinate to the Grand Commgnder
in the Srate are the ¢ Major Generals,”’ each of
whom commands his separate distriet and
army. In Iudiana the Major Generals are
four in number. In Illinois, where the organ-
ization ef the order is considered most perfect,
the members In each Congressional district
compose a * brigade,” which is commanded by
a v Brigadier General.” The members of each
county constitute a ¢regiment,” with a <colonel”
in command, and those of each township form
a “company.” A somewbat similar system
prevails in Indiana, where, also, each com-
panpy is divided into ¢ squads,” each with its
chief—an arrangement intended to tacilitate
the guerrilla mode of warfare in case of a gen-
eral outbreak or local disorder.

The «* McCiellan Minute Guard,” as appears
from a circular issued by the Chief Secretary
in New York in March last, 1s organizea upon
a military basis similar to that of the order
proper.

P. C. Wright, of the New York Daily News,
was the first Grand Commander. In May last
he was arrested and confilned in Fort Lafay-
ette, and U. L. Vallandigham suceeeded Rim
as Grand Commaander; Mr. Robert Holloway,
of 1llinois, acting as Licutenant (General whi'e
Vallandigham was in Canada. Dr. Massey,
of Obio, was chosen Secretary of State at the
last election. .

In Missouri the principal officers were (Chas.
L. Gunt,Grand Uommander; Charles k.. Dunn,
Deputy Grand Commander; and (Green B
Smith, Grand Secreiary. These three haya
teen arrested and made confessioas, rod it is
underslwod 1hat Jumes A. Barrett has since
acted as Grand Commander there.

The actoal numericsl strength of the order
bas vever been officially reported. Drlegates
to the last Supreme Coanell piace the namber
at & 0,000, but Vallandigham in a speach last

fummer at Dayton, placed the nuomner at

500,000, which is saopposed t0 be nearer the
true total. The order is mors widely extended
at the Soanth than in the North, and not only
oficers of the rebel army, but guerrillas, are
acdmitted to membership.

Ip the summer and fall of 1563 the work of
arming the members was commenced, aad it is
estima'ed that the force capahble of heing
mohilizea for effective service was 340,000 men,
Armes were distributed at all points, and #fforts
were made 1o get arms from Nassaa. throngh
(anada. The membere of the order in M.ssouri
joined the militia for the salg_purpose of gatting
poesession ~f arms; and If was at one time
proposed to disarm the negro troops in Ken-
tucky, for the purpose of getling possession of
their weapons.

The discovery of A number of copiea of the
vitual of the O. A. K. at the office of Ilon. D.
W. Voorhees, in Indiana, gave the military
aulborities tull pos=ession of the signs, pass-
words, &c. Both theO. A. K and O. S. L.
gocieties are what are termed progressive, and
there are five separate degrees of membership;
but the great majority of the members only
attain to the firstor lower degree. The oath
1aken by members is considered paramount to
all other cathe, and in ebedience to the regula-
rions of the order all other oaths may be vio-
lated with impunity. There are signs, signals
and passwords in ufe among membsr3 both
North and South. There are also sizns of
warning and canger, and also what are called
battle rignals, whereby a soldier belonging to
the order is spared by theenemv. In corres.
pondence a cipber 1s used, or letters are writ-

ten with cipber marks under certain words to
show that they are to be read in a sense direct-
ly the opposite of their apparent purport.

The wrirten principles of the order in which
the peophvte 18 instrocted. and which he is
sworn to ckerish and observe as kis rule of ac-

ion, when, with arms placed in his haads, he
is called upon toengage in the overthrow of
hie Government, aeclares the absolute right of
ElAVEry. recognizes State sovereignty and the
T:ght of seceesion; agserts the right ot armed
resistance to constituted anthority on the part
of the disaffected and disloyal whenever their
ambition may prompt them to revolution.
The members are aiso pledged not to take up
arms in the cause of the Government.

The specific purposes of the o-der have by
the conies-ious of arrested members been dis-
coveired to be—!st, To aid soldiers to desert, and
to harbor and protect deserters. 2d, o dis-
courage enlistments and resist the draft, and
mwembers of the order, when drafted and com-
pelled to enter the field were instructed te use
their weapons against their fellow soldiers
ratber than against the enemy. 3d, To circa-
late disloy al and treasonable publications. 4th,
To communicate with and give intelligence to
the enemy. It was testified toby Smith, Grard
Secre ary of the order in Missouri that for this
purpose Trebel epies, mail carriers and
emissaries were admitted to full membership
and amply protected. 5th, To aid the enemy
by recrnitiog for them or assisting them to re-
cruit within our lines. 6th, To furnish the reb-
tls with arms, ammaunition, &e¢. 7th, To co-op-
¢rate with the enemy in raids and invasions.
sth, To destroy (Government property. 9th, To
destroy private property and persecute Union
men loth, To assassinate and murder 'nion
men. And 11th, To establish a Northwestern
Confederacy.

Tne facts set forth in Judge Holt’s report
Wwere obtained from various sources and wit-
peeses, among whom were shrewd and intel-
ligent detectives who succeeded in gaining the
confidence of the prominent members of the or-
der; rebel officers and soldiers wno made dis-
closures to our military anthorities; sconts em-
ployed to travel through the Border States:
members of the order who appalled by the in-
famouns designs, deserted it; officers of the order
of high rank who could not go the fall length
of the treason; deserters from our army who
upon being apprehended contessed that they
had been induced to desert by members of the
order and the witnesses before various Grand
Juries ip 1563,

Judge Holt says: «It need ouly be added
tha: a most saticfactory test of the credibility
apd weight of much ef the evidence which has

. been furnished is afforded by the printed testi-

mony in regard to the character and intention
of the order, which is found in its national and
State constitutions and its ritnal. Indeed, the
statements of the various witnesses are but
presentations of the logical and inevitable con-
sequences and results of the principles therein
zet forth.

i« But, although the treason of the order has
been therovughly exposed, and althoungh its
capacity for fatal mischief has, by means of the
arrest of its leaders, the seizure of its arms, and
tte other vigorous means which have been
pursued, been seriously impaired, it is still
busied with it3 secret plottings against the
Government, and with its perfidious designs
in aid of the Soothern rebellion. 1t isreported
to have recently issued new signs and pass-
words. and its memmbers assert that foul means
will be nsed to prevent the success of the
Administiation at the coming election, and
threaten an exftended revolt in the event of the
re-election of President Lincoln.”

In conclusion, Judge Holt arges apon all
loyal men to #0 work as to defeat the plans
aud purposes of the treasonable order.
