'he McCItllan Flag..A largely attended meet¬
ing of the Lincoln and Johnson Club was held
at the beadt|iiar:ers(iifh street Saturday night,
Mr. Clephane Ik the cnair aud Mr. Brown sec¬
retary.
Alter the minutes of the last meeting had

jead. and the Chair was about to give an in¬
vitation to all persons wishing to become mem¬
bers to walk forward and sign the constitu¬
tion.

Olr. Llvans roseand stated that it struck him
that by th:s urn- ev ry person m the District
favorable to the election of Prestdeut Lincoln
had had an oppor unity, an l hereatter those
making application f«>r membership should be
scrutinized. The (ictober elections had passed,
and the election of Abraham Lincoln was now
a foregone conclusion, and many were now in
favor ol the ticket who were uoi so before the
late elections Ilis idea was 'hat those coming
in the association hereatter should do more than
the old members, -how who they are and how
they stand lie moved 'hat hereafter when
pfrsons are nominated for membership the
nominations be refi-tred to a committee of three,
who shall report at the next meeting, when
tliey shall be elected or rejected ov ballot.
Thfi chair (Mr Clepbane) decided that the

proposition was in effect au amendment to the
constitution. and could not be considered un¬
lets previous notice had been given.
Mr. Llvans remarked that he did not wish to

"sp. ing"' the subject, but gave notice that at the
next meeting he would otter the amendment.
The in vitatlon to sign the constitution w is

renewed, when a number walked tip an J added
iheir names to the li^t, among whom we no-
ticed Mr. John J. Mulloy, of the Fifth
Ward.
Mr A C. Richards remarked that, in view

of some transactions m connection with the
procession, (which passed oil 111 a gratifying
manner, with but one exception,) some action
of the club was necessary It was a matter of
legret that the burning of the flag took place,
whether it was done Intentionally or acciden¬
tally. and. v:hatev r might be said, the club
car.not jest under the impuratiou. If it was
dor.e linen iontil!y it deserved the most severe
reprehension. He had spoken to several per¬
sons about it, and he had yet to find one who
did not condemn me act, and he thought the
passage of a resolution embodying the senti¬
ments of the club was due the club lie knew i
tha during the mar h -he most insulting epi-
thets w ere applied 'o tho-e in the procession,
and si rne were stru. k with missiles: but all
this did not justify the act of setting fire to the
Hag It wa- rot in reality a national Hag, for
when names are appended to a llag it loses its
nationality, and in this case the llag was sim¬
ply a political flag.
Mr. Kiihards offered the following preamble

ai.d resolution:
Whertas during the passage of the Union

torchlight procession under the McClelian flag
suspended across Pennsylvania avenne, at the
McClelian and Pendleton headquarters on
Friday night, said flag aught fire, accidentally
as we believe, from one of the torches borne iu
ihe procession : Therefore,

li'tmr-'d, That tbonsh at many points along
the l.ne of the procession the McClelian men
used exciedinglv vile, insulting, and taunting
remarks towards ihose composing the proces¬
sion, aud particularly towards soldiers, evea
going to far as to hurl stones and other mts-
-lles into the line, still, thi> club deeply regrets
the burning of said llag,and il it resulted from
design ou tue part of any person moving in the
procession, we condemn it as an act which no
insults can justify, and we believe that every
member of this club would regard such an act
in the same light.
Mr .1. K. Llvans was in favor of allowing

the largest liberty to all poll 1 al procession*.
The resolution, in his opinion, however, did
not go lar enough Th* damage the Demo¬
cratic Association sustained iu the burning of
the flag should he made good. He had yet to
see the first element* of rowdvism in the Lin¬
coln and Johnson ('Inn: and In the Democratic
Association there were men who he recognized
as .ren rlemen, and he thought 'hat offences com¬
mitted by hangers on should no: be charged to
the association itself. The procession had
been assailed at several points, aud wounded
-oldiers in it had i.ot bet n insulted, but struck.
Notwi hstandn g thi«, he would not charge it
:o the geii'lemen ot the a--ociation. Heinoved
an amendment that the executive committee
tender a new lla^ to thj Democratic Associa¬
tion a* ;in earnest 'hat we repudiate the act,
provided that the McClelian A;>o union ac- 1

know ledge that the club is not re-.ponsible for
the injury He Doped that if »he resolution
was adopted the »xei utive committee would go
maElully *o the Democratic head iuar:ers and
nake the tender.
Mr. Morse did not consider e. banuer a na¬

tional one especially when it bo.e on it the
evidences ot treason lie was willing to pay
:he damage, bnt not to bay a McClelian tla'.
Mr. Morse thought a mild and passive resolu-
tii n was all tha: the party de-erved. Already
had they commenced to make capital ou: of
the oi currence. He referred to the Constitu¬
tional In ion, sold by u-w-ioys, who cri-d,

Mr. Kichards read the head lines of the
