Five of theseofficers are wounded,
and were con veyed from the wharf to the Pro¬
vost Marshal's office in an ambulance.

Lieut. Vance also had charge of nine block¬
ade runners, who were captured near Piney
Pcint in a small boat while attempting to run
contraband goods into Virginia. They were
e nt here to be disposed of by the proper au¬
thorities.

Marvin Jonts, being duly sworn by Col. John
A Foster, deposeth a* follows: I have been in
the employ ol Col. North, in this citv. since
last spring. I c&me here on a dispatch from
Mr. Seymour, brother of the Governor, and
general military agent of the State. 1 am a
lawyer by piofession. but for the last eleven
years I have b-en a criminal and civil magis¬
trate of the city of Albany, when 1 have been
able to do anything, witn the exception of the
time that I have been in the army. I at first
assisted in petting up certain companies for the
"6th New York regiment, and alter that regi-
ment left for the field opened a recruiting
office. and for about three months recruited for
them, at my own expense. I finally came on
with a body of in recruits to Virginia" I stoppedin Washington a week or two, and then re¬
turned and raised or attempted to raise a
bstury. Some difficulty being in the way,1 went in as First lieutenant. The company
was battery M, ->d New York artillery.1 served, 1 think, about 15 or Ih months in that
position We were stationed near Alexandria.
At the lastKull Kun battle I was taken pris¬
oner My health being very much impaired byimprisonment, I resigned after beingexehanged
and took an honorable discharge. After being
sent for by Mr Seymour, the first thing my wife
and myself did on arriving here, was to visit
the different hospitals about the city. This weAave continued to do. Mr Seymour left short¬
ly after 1 got here and 1 was instructed alwaysto report to Coi. North. He (Col.North) never
gave me any special directions, but told me to
do what 1 could find to do, that I knew better
what fo do than he did. 1 used to visit the va¬
rious paymasters, hospitals, prisons, citv jail,court house, and everywhere else wnere-
ever a so'dier needed any of myassistance. This was m y businessuntil within about two weeks jigo, when anagent came on trom New York to get the votes
of the New Yoik soldiers. Col. North was ab¬
sent at the North at this time, and he wrote
me to assist this gentleman in taking these
votes; and 1 did so. I visited but two hospitalsior this purpo e. as 1 soon became discouragedfrom impediments which were thrown in myway.the soldiers refusing to vote owing to an

THE Ei KCTION FRAUDS.
Trial of <ol. Sumuel North and others.
The Military Commission, of which M/ijor

General Doubleday, U. S V., is president, met
this morning at their rooms, on F stree", be-
tween 13ih and llth sts. Present: Maj. Gen
Abner Doubleday. U.S. V.; Brig.Gen. Fraiuia
Fessenden, U. S. V.; Col. R. Butler Price, *Jd
Pa cav.; Lieut. Col T A. Barker, llth N. H
l.'apt. M. H. Kllis. 175th N. Y. V.; Capt. J. II
Fiatt, A. I). C.; Col. J. A. Foster, 17">th N. Y.
V , Judge Advocate.
Messrs. .las O. Clephane and H. G. Haj'es,

official reporters, were present.
The case of Col. Samuel North, and others,

charged with fraud upon the New York sol¬
diers vote, was taken up, Messrs. Gillet and
McPherson appearing as counsel for the de-
endants.
In order that the mode of voting by New

York soldiers, under which mode these frauds
w ere carried on, may ba understood, w« sub-
join some particulars explanatory
Under the provisions of the Soldiers' VotingBill, the soldier intending to vote at any gen-

erai or special election to be held in that State,
is required to fill cut and execute a power of
attorney, swear to it before any field officer,
eaptain, adjutant, or commandant of any com
pauy or detachment on detached service of the
United States, and commissioned as officers in
the volunteer force of the State of New York,
or the captain or commandant ol any vessel in
the naval service of the United States; also,
having a witness to sign his name thereto, and
authorizing some person, who is a legal voter, at
his home or place of residence in this State, re-
siding in the same town or city where such
soldier resides, to cast for him his vote or ballot.
He then mnst fill out the blank affidavit, sign
it. and swear to it before one «f the officers
above named.
Alter having executed the power of attorney,

and sworn to the affidavit on the envelope.
which may be either written or printed.he
must fold and inclose the vote or ballot he
desires to be cast, together with the power of
attorney, and place them together inside the
envelope which has the printed or written
affidavit thereon, seal them up carefully, then
place this envelope, so sealed, inside another
envelope, to be marked on the outside, "Sol¬
dier's Vote," and direct it to the person to
whom authority Is given by said power of
attorney, to cast for him his vote or ballot, and
transmit the same to the person to whom it is
directed by mail or otherwise. The officers
before whom the affidavits are taken must
attach to their signatures their official designa¬
tions.
On the day of election, and between the

opening and clcse of the polls the person re¬
ceiving it shall deliver such inner envelope to
the inspectors of elections of the proper elec¬
tion district, and at the polls, and if the name
ot the person signing the affidavit, on the out-
c le of said envelope, shall be found entered
,)on the register of electors of such election

district as a duly qualified voter therein, said
envelope shall be by said iiispectore publicly
opened, and the votes or ballots therein con¬
tained shall be deposited and the name of such
absent elector snail be entered upon the
poll lists, together with the name of the
person delivering the ballot at the polls. If
such nanS shall r.ot be found entered upon
the register of electors of such district where
such person claims to reside, such envelope
shall i,ot be opened unless an affidavit be made
by a householder of the district, to the effect
that he kuews that said person whose vote is
so offered, is a re-sidentofsaid district. Ifsuch
affidavit be made and delivered to the inspec¬
tor. they shall open said envelope and deposit
the votes or ballots therein contained a? afore-
said, and the name of the person s» voting
shall be entered upon the poll lists, together
with the name of the person delivering the bal¬
lot at the polls.
The following is the form of the soldier-

CHARGE AMD PPKC'inC'ATlONR.

Specification.In this, that the said S&rauelNcrth. Levi Cohn. M. M. Jones, Keeves

and Schofield, being ostensibly author¬
ized as the agents for the State of NewYork ltr the purpose of receiving the votes of
the soldiers of the United States, electors of the
State of New York, at the general election to
be held on the Hh day of November, 1-61, did
falsely and fraudulently sign and cause to be
signed, and did falsely and fraudulently issue
and cause to be issued, and were accessoriesbefore the fact to the false and fraudulent sign¬ing and issuing divers and sundry blanks
made under and in pursuance of chapter863 of the laws of the state of NewYork, passed April 21, 1861, entitled"An act to enable qualified electors of the Stateabsent therefrom and in the military service ofthe United States in the army and navy there¬of to vote," Mich blanks purporting to havebeen siyned by an officer now in the service orthe United States, and to have beeubigned by a soldier in such service, and nowabsent from the State of New York, and to havebeen witnessed and sworn to by such soldierand witnessed in the presence of 3aid officer,and beine intended to be transmitted to theState of New York for the purpose of transmit¬ting the vote of the semitters signing thesame to his proper attorney, to beused at the genera! election to be held in saidState on the feth oav of November, IrOl; all thisbeing done by gftid North. Cohn, Jones, Reeves,and Schofield, with tne intent and for the pur¬pose of having such blanks so signed, usedas and for tlie act and deed ol the real soldierwhose n&rie purported to be signed thereto,and in fra ,d of the right of the true elector.All this I . the District of Columbia or its vi¬cinity, ( uring the mouth of October, 1864.

0PEWIWO ARGUMENTS IN TUB CASE.Tf » accused rartles having been called uponto rdead to the charge and specifications. Mr.G .let, one of their counsel, said :
In behalf of the defendants I now plead tohe jurisdiction of thi3 court, denying that it

has any jurisdiction:.First, over the parties;
second, over the subject matter; third, becauseit is not within the jurisdiction of the National
Government; fourth, that it is a subject over
which the National Government has never
legislated; fifth, that there is nc law of the
National or Federal Government authorizingthe institution of this court, or the trying of
a citizen who is not in the military or naval
service ot the United States, for any offence,
he not being a spy from the enemy. I deny
that the Federal tribunals have, in any way or
manner, by anv authority of any description,
under the Constitution ol the United States,
authority to try persons for crimes committed
against the laws of the States. That question
has been adjudicated and Anally put atres*
in numerous decisions of the Circuit Ooun
of the United States, and by Uie <Jeci®[on»»f the Supreme Court of thehereThe only act purported to be Tlolated here
Is a statute of the State of New * or*.
And I claim that under t£e#e,^United States tribunals, either civil or military,
»?# no jurisdiction to try the question. If an

offfDo* h&s been committed, such as is suggest
ed in these charges, that offence is a<"ti the
laws of the State of New York. Kv thoVlnw'
penalties for their violation are provided with
the mode of trial and punishment Uuit..r the ex.
tradition lavs of the United Stat-sif an offender
against the laws of the State of New York com¬
mit an offence, and is found within the Uored
States, he is liable to he taken and carried t j trie
State of New York for trial. 1 therefore in¬
sist cn behalf of these defendants
that this tribunal has no jurisdiction over the
subject matter of rn oflence against the laws of
New York. If an offence has be. n committed
not against the laws of New York, it must ap¬
pear affirmatively that it is one committed
against the statute laws of the United States.
It has been expressly decided, and ruled over
and over again, by the Circuit Court and by
the Supreme Court of the United States, that
there can be no criminal offence under the
laws of the United States unless it is made so

by statute.
Counsel enlarged apon these points, arguing

at very considerable length against the juris¬
diction of the court.
The Judge Advocate made a forcible replv.
He said: Connsel for Me prisoners has ob¬

jected, as I understand it, to the jurisdiction of
the court, not only over the persons but over
the subject matter. I am glad that the t>road
ground has been taken in this case by the
learned counsel that none font military ru-m
are amenable to military tribunals, for it ena¬
bles me to sQow the fallacy of the argument
much more easily thr.ii if he had taken a more
narrow ground, and apparently more plausa-
ble, such a« lias been taken in the public prints
within the la>t three or four days.
If this doctrine be true, then it is true that there
s not a case whieh has been tried before this
Military Commission in which it had jurisdic¬
tion. Then it is true that a Military Commis¬
sion has not jurisdiction even over a spy be¬
longing to the enemy, tor he certainly is'not in
the military si rvice of the 1'ni'ed States. If
Military Commission had not such jurisdiction
before the act of Congre&s of l-'vj, that act gave
them jurisdiction. I hold that my friend is
mistaken as to the law. 1 think the Courts ol
the I i.ited States have never held that, in time
of war a military tribunnl is confined in its
jurisdiction to persons in the military or naval
service of thr United States.
In time of war a great many of the provisions

of the Constitution which were intended for
time of peace are jrro tnntn suspended. It can¬
not lie contended that trial by jarv is a right
which can be claimed by a spy. The right" of
indictment is scarcely one which can be claimed
for a guerrilla. Yet the statute does not specify
whether the trial of a guerrilla shall b; by in¬
dictment and before a jury. The statute, even
it it did, could not override thi Constitution of
the United States, which gives su -h right in
all cases. But it has been held by the highest
Court in the land that in time of war the great
mass of the provisions of the Constitution are
suspended. The Constitution, or rather the
mass of its details, are intended for times of
peace; but in time of war the general war
powers therein delegated to Congress and to
the President take the place of the general pro¬
visions in times of peace.
This view has been sustained in the Dorr

case. It has also teen sustained in the case of
Vallandigbam. In 1-6-2, General Burnside,
who was then commanding the Department of

including, among other Western States,
the State of Ohio.issued an order forbidding
persons to use certain language in reference to
the liovernment, or in reference to the armies
then in the field. Clement Ij. Vallandigham, a
prominent citizen of the State of Ohio, cho=e ta
make incendiary and treasonable speeches,
which General Burnside regarded as calcu¬
lated to impede tha military efficacy of the
T nited S.ates. He accordingly directed that
Vallandigham should be arrested and tried
before a military tribunal, and punished, if
found guilty. He was so tried, and was found
guilty, and sentenced to imprisonment during
the war. Clement L. Vallandigham, by his
frufid Governor Pugh, appealed to the Circuit
Court of the United States for a writ of certio¬
rari, to enable him to review the powers of the
military tribunal before which he had been
convicted. I have the arguments in that ca«e
before me.filhng a large \ lume. The Circuit
Coiir; ct the I nited States, m refusing to inter¬
fere with the decision, uses the following lau-
gunpe:
The Judge Advocate here quoted at consid¬

erate length from the decision of the court,
showing that under the war powers of the
President, conferred upon him by the Con-ti-
tntion, the delegated authority of Gen Burn¬
side was ample in every respect, and fullv
wan anted the exercise of his discretiwn, and
cont. nned:

t c w, it is clearly held in that opinion that
the1 se military tribunals have jurisdiction over
other persons than those in' the military or
naval service of the United States. It is held
that the whole question of discretion is in the
hanft- of the President of the United States,
and it he exercises it wrongfully, the only rem¬
edy is by impeachment.

I think, therefore, that nothing is better es¬
tablished than the fact of the jurisdiction of a
military commission over persons other than
those m the Army and Navy.

If is charged in this particular case that the
par s are guilty of conduct prejudicial to the
military service of the United States in fraud
of the electoral right3 and dutiesof the soldiers
and c flicers in the service.

Tl:e Government contends that all persons in
the military service of the United States are en¬
titled t# protection against every infringement
of their rights as citizens, and that it is proper¬
ly the business of the United States to furnish
them that protection. It cannot be pretended
lor a moment that the State of New York has
ai y power to protect the rights of citizens of
ISe-jF York, while in the Stnte of Alabama. It
cat.not be contended that a crime committed in
Alabama against a citizen of the State of New
i ork can be tried by any court in the State of
New \ork. It cannot be contended tnat a per¬
son who is in the army of the United States in
arae of war, is not to be protected by the Gov¬
ernment.

11 is charged here that the electoral rights of
soldiers in the field have been violated. It is
W' 11 settled that where an army is in the field
In i ina of war, what is known as military or
ma tial law prevails; and that that law is the
exc ise of the sound discretion of the com-
mr ling officer in the field with such army
II. n the exercise of such sound discretion, he
cii ies to suspend all civil tribunals, as is
vo generally done, and substitute in their
p! e military tribunals, such military trib-
ui have all the powers vested in them by
th emmanding officer, and no more. He can
m; e their powers unlimited, or he can limit
tii .

. Or he can. in his discretion, allow the
cj courts to continue under his supervision,
a as his agents; or te can allow taem to
r i ;n, absolutely without any limitation.

. the present case the crime is charged as
h t g been committed in the District of Co-

bia. The crime is not violating an act of
ate of New York. It is defrauding the

si ;er of bis right to vote, one of his rights as
a i ixen. The soldier is absent from his State,
is i the field where there is no civil tribunal
ir. nrce to protect his rights. He can appeal
to no earthly tribunal except the one invoked
by the commander of the army. This District
has been held to be in the field. It has been
thi -cene of military action. Within the past
few mon.'hs it has been besieged. At any rate
it !. held to be and Is "in the field" in the tewb-
n - il sense of that term. Assuming that fact,
tt -e three parties "in the field"' havedefraud-
e; the soldiers of the United States of certain
of their rights, and I apprehend that the sim-
pl« statement of tnat shows you fhat you have
jurisdiction. That fact has t>een held almost
as many times as there have been cases oetore
military tribunals.

Plr. GilJett asked, on account cf his health
and to examine the authorities, to have till
to morrow to reply to the Judge Advocate.
The Judge Advocate intimated that the right

to reply did not exist: that the Government,
not the accused, had the right to the last
'speech.

Alter some discussion the court was cleared
for deliberation, and on the doors being re¬
opened, it was announced that, in considera¬
tion of the ill health of Mr. Gillet, the court
would now adjourn till to-morrow morning at
10 o'clock. Adjourned.
