Guerrilla Warfare in the Southwest,

Ca1ro, Nov. 2 —Two hundred United States
cavalry, who were recently sent across the
river Memphis to hunt the guerrilias,
came upon & emall force near Marion, and cap-
tured thirty stand of arms.

FROM NEW ORLEANS,

Agreement for an Exchange oftPrisoners—
All Quiet in Mobile Bay.

NEw YORK. Nov.3.—The steamer Monterey,
from New Orleans on the 25th wuit.,, has ar-
rived.

A letter from General Ullman’s department,
at Morganzia, of the 21st, statez that the rebel
agent of exchange has communicated with
General Lawler, etating that a (arge number
of prisoners, intended for exchange, were on
steamers, which, on account of low water,
were ashore. He proposed landing and march-
ing them down, to be exchanged for the same
number of rebels, which he ((General I.awler)
sent up from New Orieans, and the exchange
will be effected at the mouth of Red river.

A rebel officer also informed General Lawler
that Capt. Lee, of (Quantrell's guerrillas, withy
one hundred desperadoes, dressed in Unionm
uniforms, were just beyond the Atchatalaya,
river, aud the rebel General Smith had sent
word to the colonel commanding that districg
not 1o recognize them nor permit them to cross,
but, if they suceeeded in finally crossing, the
Union forces will not consider them as (Qgn-
federate soldiers.

The Surrender of Cortinas to the New

The
domes of the churches of San Nicholas and Ra-
bozo, and of other churches, were destroyed,
At Slanos the church was split open, and re-
ligious services are suspended.

A species of water-spout fell at Monte Alto,
flooding the city and country about Tacuba and
San Juanico to the northeast of the city and
around San Antonia de las Huertas. The
roads were impassable, and on the 6th the rain
still continued incessantly.
