(From Richmond Dispatch, Dec. 6.]

The sounds from the enemy’s camps below
Richmond throughout Sunday night indicated
that their troops wore in motion; but nothing
positive is Enown of gheir movements except
that it was discovered Oon yesterday morning
that the white troops had been withdrawn
from our front near Fort Harrison and their
place supplied with negroes. Ths Yankee pa-
pers announced gome time ago that all the ne.
pro¢g in Grant’s army were to be put in the
Eighteenth Corpe, under Weitzell, and we
presume this arrangement was being carried
into eflect when the marching and counter-
marching of Sunday night was heard:; all tha
negroes were being brought over to this side

*from Bermuda Hundred and Petersburg, and

an equal number of white troops were being

_sent sonth of the river to fill their places.

Negroes on yesterday, for the first time,
strutted on picket in front of Jeneral Barton’s
lines. Their appearance has not caused any
interruption of the uzualquiet. They have de-
ported themselves peaceably, and, so far, have
There isno
longer any doubt that Grant has been rein-
forced by the Sixth Uorps, and thathe will, 1n
a few days, make another demonstration o
our lines.

The War In Georgin—Sherman's Move-

ments,

Official inteiligence has been received that
Sherman isatlastmoving towards the Atlaniiz
coast in earnest. llis objective point is Le-
lieved w have been discovered; butitis deemed
injudiciouns to mention ityet awhile. The pros-
pect is that there will be a battle within the
next three or four days which will d=cide the
question whether their man is toreach the coast
in satety.

The Fighting at the South.

Sherman seems 10 be becoming more timid in
his movements, or more exhausted in his abil-
1y to advance his army. For five days, up to
last Friday, his average marching had been
only five niles peraay. This delay 18, of course,
most dangerous to him. It gives the Confed-
erates time (which was about all they wanted)
to gather treops in his tront. He has wasted
too much time to thiuk now ahout cbliquing to
his right, and marching for Brunswick, on the
Georgia coast, and must, of necessity, strike
for ‘Savannah, or Beautort, Sounth Carolina,
the nearest point.
He was expected by the Yankee fleet at Sa-
vaunah as early as Sunday, the 26th ultimo,
aud all that night the I'ederal shipping off that
puint was throwing up signal rockets for his
intormation. He had not gotten as far as Mil-
len on last Friday, and the telegraph line to
tkat point was working at that time. All the
ferries on the Savaunan river are gnarded, and
all means of crossing the men have beeun put
cut of his way.

The Charleston Courier, of the 1st,suys - The
news from GGeorgia is also very cheering.
Sherman was reported, Tuesday morning, very
slowly and cautiously feeling his way. Gen.
W keeler had driven back his advance forces
fromn Millen to the Ogeezhee Bridge. The en-
emy ere said to have suflered severely. fter
the repulse, our scouts report Sherman's main
body turned, and was moving off precipitately
in the direction of Brunswick, Georgia. A
Jlarge column is reported moving in the direc-
tion of Darien, Georgia. Our forces are fol-
lcwing them up closely, and it is hoped will
be fble 1o intercept and capture a large num-
ber pefore reaching the coast.
