or camphene! Onr answer is, it is immaterial
which, provided the light of either be streng
enough and do not flicker. A gas flsh-tail
burner should never be used for reading or
wriling, tecanse there is a constant oscillation
or flickering of the flame. Candles, unless
they have self-consnming wicks, which do not
require snuffing, should not be used. We need
scarcely say that oil wicks. when crust over,
and thus diminish the light, are good for no-
thing;2nd the same is true of compounds of
the nature of camphene, unless the wicks are
properly trimmed of all their gammy deposit
after standing twenty-four hours. But what.
ever the artificial light nsed, let it sirike the

paper or book which yon are using, whenever |

phene, oil, &c., previded it comes through a |

charge. Testimonials from commanders may
«~accompany such applications.

2. Shonld the papers be favorably consider-
ed, the applicants will be severally notified,
by mail or telegraph, when to appear before
the Examining Board establizhed by the War
Department, and will receive appointments to
such grades as the War Depariment may de-
lermipe.

3. Assoon as the letters of appointment are
given, officers may be detailed to mecare the
enlistment ef a certasin number of Vetgrans—
their commissions, with rank and pay from
da’'e of acceptance of appointment, being given
when the men are secured It shounld be nf-
derstood that the enlistments are to be consume-
mated here,and an officer ¢an do no more than
to use his inflnence In persnading the men to
c¢ome here and enlist.

Officers awaiting action on their papers can
occupy the time in this wey, and coilezt par-
ties and send them on, securing a statement
as to the number from the Provost Marshal.
The proper credit will in all cases be given
such officars.

The actual and necassary expenzes ¢f such
officers wiil be refunded to them.
