TELEGRAPHIC NEWS.

Important News from Sherman.
Savannah Closely Besieged.Its Speedy
Fall Anticipated.Probable Capture ofits
Garrison. Interview of Gen. Foster with
Sherman.His Army in Splendid Condt-
tion.How it Fared on the March.Its
Progress hat Feebly Resisted.Thomas's
Victory in Tennessee.Capture of .">,000
Prisoners.Forty-nine Gnns Taken.
Basil Dnke Thoroughly Whipped.I.os#
of His Train, Etc..Brother of John
MorganCaptured.

Official War Bulletin.
"War Dbpbtment, Dec. 17, 10 r. M.

Major General John J. Dix, yew York:
Despatches hive been received to-day from

General Foster, who had a personal Interview
on the morning of Wednesday, the 14th inst,
with General Sherman, at Fort McAllister,
which had been taken by assault on the pre¬
ceding day. Savannah was closely beselged,
and its capture with the jrebel forces there,
was confidently expected, it was to be sum¬
moned in two days, and if not surrendered'
Sherman would open his batteries upon it-
General Fester reports that Saerman's army
..is in splendid condition, having lived on its
march on the turkeys, chickens, sweet potatoes
and other good things of the richest partof
Georgia." The march was feebly resisted.
Nothing has been heard from General Tho¬

mas to-day. Unofficial despatches state that
the provost marshal at Nashville reports five
thousand prisoners and fortv-nine pieces of
artillery as Ifeing already secured.

It is ascertained that in transmitting General
Thomas's report last night a telegraphic mis¬
take was made at I>ouisville orNashvlle in
the estimated number of our casualties.
The despatch written by General Thomas

stated that his whole loss would not exceed
thyee thousand, and a very few killed.
A despatch from Lexington, this evening,

states that on the 13th inst. at Kingsport.
Tennessee, General Burbridge had a fight with
Basil Duke's brigade,formerly John Morgan s,
and routed it, with a loss to the enemy of one
hundred and fifty killed, wounded, and pris¬
oners, and their train.

Major General John A. Dix, New York:
An official despatch from General Sherman

was received to-day, dated near midnight, De¬
cember 13,on the gunboat Dandelion, Ossabaw
Sound. It was written belore General Foster
had reached him. He reports, besides some

military details of futureoperatiens, which are
omitted, the following interesting particulars
of his operations:
.»On Board Dandelion, Obba'jaw Sound,

11 50 p.m., Dec. 13.To-day at5 p.m., (Jen.
Halt's division of the 15th corps carried Fort
McAllister by assault, capturing iu«uUw gar.
rison aud stores.
"This opened to us the Ossabaw Sound, and

I pulled down to this gunboat to communicate
with the fleet. Before opening; communica¬
tion, we had completely destroyed all the rail¬
road leading mto Savannah, and invested the
city. The left is on Savannah Tiver, three
miles above the city, and the right on the
Ogeechee, at Kingsbridge.
"The army is in splendid order, and equal to

anything. The weather has been fine, and
supplies abundant. Our march was most
agitable, and we were not at all molested by
guerillas. We reached Savannah three days
ago but owing to Fcrt McAllister, we could
not communicate. But now we have Fort Mc¬
Allister, we can go ahead. We have already
captured two boats in the Savannah river, and
prevented their gunboats from coming down
I estimate the population of Savannah at25.000,
and the garrison at 15,<KW. Gen. Hardee com¬
mands. We have not lost a wagon on the
trip, but have gathered in a large supply of
negroes, mules, horses, ccc , and our teams are
in better condition than when we started. My
first duty will be to clear the army of surplus
negroes, mules, and horses. W<» have utterly
destroyed over two hundred miles of railroad,
and consumed stores and provisions that were
essential to Dee s aud Hood's armies. The
quick work made with Fort McAllister, and
the opening of communication with our fleet,
and consequent independence for supplies, dis¬
sipate all their boasted threats to head us oil
and starve the army. I regard Savannah as
already gained. Yours truly,

The cava!ry force rnoveu to the right.,
ana the 23d corps was held in reserve. \ ery
little except reconnolterlng was done ®nt~
after meridian, but at half-past twelve o'clock
the order to advance was liven, and the whole
column moved onwaru. The rebels evidently
expected Thomas would attempt to t-irn their
right flank. All indications would presuppose
this.
Tbey offered numerous Inducements for ua

to do so, and had carefully prepared their
works to receive our forces if we should attack
them in that quarter. To keep up 'he decep-
tion, Steatfman's command was ordered to ekir-
mish. heavily on our left, and our forces moved
in the direction of the point believed to be
threatened.
While they were muring troops on the right

we were concentrating the Itith and 'Aid corps
and General Wilson's cavalry on our right.
The results were that when the busies sonrdea
the advance, our rifch: wing advanced rapidly
between the Tebel left and the Cumberland
river, completely doubling up the reb?t division
which bad been posted to blockade the river.
A battery was taken by our forces aud sent to
the rear.
The Tebels had by this time perceived that

cur attack on the right was a feint. Hood soon
attempted to atone for his mistake, but it was
too late. Our richt had established themselvvs
on the main bank, and were steadily advanc¬
ing. The whole 23d corps had taken position
on the extreme right, and Smith's corps, exe¬
cuting a half-wheel, drove the columns of tha
rebels before them rapidly; and after the hill
was taken, with little loss and less difficulty,
in an hour or so the rebels presented a strong
front. Our progress wa? for a moment checked.
It was now visible that the contest wai about
to commence.
Another diversion on the left was made to

enable our men on the right to get into position
and strengthen themselves so as to be ready lor
a charge. In front of the 4th corps, and about
one mile beyond Acklin, the rebels had a stroug
line of works, defended by a heavy lino of skir¬
mishers, and Gen. Wood ordered a charge upon
it Ttie word forward was shouted by bugade,
division and regimental commanders, with
promptness and decision.

Th** men leaped over the breastworks and
advanced, and in lew than <!0 minutes our
forces had possession of the rebel works, and
the banners of the 1th corps were planted on
them. Our men, flushed v.'i'h victory, pushed
forward rapidly without orders until they had
nearly reached the second line of the rebel
works. They were only checked by the most
strenuous exertions. We captured 60 prison¬
ers, which, with those taken in the rebel en¬

trenchments, amounted to over 100. The sec¬
ond line of the rebel entrenchments were now
in sight, located on the verge of a hill, 1 mile
frem the skirmlBh line, and had been built with
great skill.

.. .Some time elapsed eire our men were got into
position. Our cavalry had advanced m^n-while till its right rested on the hills, six miles
beyond Nashville. Moving from the river, it
had room now to manoeuvre without difficulty.
Instead of facing to the west, It now faced di-
rectly south. The two corp3 of Sehofleld and
Smith were In position directly parallel on the
left, the skirmishers along the line having
been advanced to Hillsboro pike, sheltering
themselves behind fences on the north side,
while the 4th corps was formed at right angles
in front of the division lying directly acro.B
the Hlllsboro pike, the remainder lying to the
lettof that.
While thete movements were going on, ana

our lines were forming, batteries being placed,
&c , the rebels could be dlstinoly seen moving
by the right flank towards Hillsboro pike, with
a view to prevent our turning their left flank.
As far as could be ascertained by observation,
the entire reserve was thus thrown in front of
our right and centre.
In the«ienntime our commanders sent rein¬

forcements equally strong to our forts menaced
by the rebels, to confront them. At half-past
three all was ready for the charge on the sec¬
ond line of rebel works. The position was a
strong one to reach, while our forces had to as¬
cend lulls to an elevation of fifteen degrees,
without protection.
Cur lines were four columns deep, with am¬

ple reserves. Our forces were massed against
the rebel lin^s. and the veteran columns were
hurled against the rebels with irresistible force,
and at ten minutes belsre 5 p. m. the charge
commenced.

^ wwThe 1st and 2d divisions of the 4th corps
moved west, and the 3d division at right angles
with it, moving south; on its right was the corps
of A. J. Smith. The 1st and 2d divisions had
the hardest task to perform, for their position
v?as more exposed. On their front the rebel
works were stronger than elsewhere, andmuch
more formidable.
t'nder a heavy fire of grape, canister, and

musketry, our men moved sieadily forward
but owing to the Tebels firing too high, it mostly
pasted over them, otherwise tne slaughter
would have been terrible. Some of our men
were Hilled, but the list of casualties were less
than could have been expected.
After advancing within one hundred and

flftv yards of the rebel works, their fire was the
severest. Our troops, however, ngver wavered,
but with a shout along the lines they again ad¬
vanced, and were almost immediately upon
the enemy's entrenchments. The distance yet
to be passed did not exceed one hundred yards.
Reinforcements were in sight coming up, yet
the rebels evinced no signs of retiring, and dis¬
charged volley alter volley into our works at a
distance of twenty-five yards.
A lew ol our men had reached the woods

and were using the bayonet. Some few rebels
fled, who were followed by others, when soon
all broke and lied in the wildest conlusion.
Four 12-pounder Napoleons their artillerists
attempted to secure, but only succeeded in
getting one oil' the field. We secured three, and
two caissons, with large and small arms. We
captured in this charge about four hundred
prisoners. They report that Hood told them
they could hold their position against any
Yankee force that could be brought against

Our losses in this charge did not exceed one
hundred killed and wounded. Smith's and
Scholield's corps had in tbe meantime advanced
half a mile to the south of Hillsboro" pike, cap¬
turing there a whele battery of six guns. The
total of artillery captured (five being taken by
the 15th Ohio, on the extreme left) amounts to
eighteen guns. Several battle flags were also
taken The rebel loss in killed and wounded
is not less than six hundrad, while ours is not
more than three hundred
They have taken up a second line, and may

defend it to-morrow if they do not retreat to-

n'6ne of the most brilliani charges made to¬
day was by the llth, 12th, 13tU; 11th, 1/th, and
i;.>th colored regiments on Rain's Hill, near
Nolansville pike, which uttorly routed the rebel
line. The colored troops behaved splendidly,
aud lost severely. Colonel Shaffer's regiment
(17th) lost nearly all their officers. On the
White pike, in front of Acklin's residence,
General Beatty led a charge on the first rebel
line at 12 o'clock to-day. Our forces carried it
at the point of the bavonet, and planted our
guns cn the abandoned rebel works. Fifty
prisoners were captured in this charge. Our
losses were very slight.
We advanced her© one mile, and tne rebel

force retreated in great confusion. Lieutenant
J W. Watson, 5th Iowa cavalry, was shot
through the breast, while gallantly charging
the enemy's batteries, and mortally wounded.
The steamer Pike, in quartermaster service,
while proceeding up the river, when three
miles from the city, was fired into by the rebels.
One man, George Blakelev, was killed, and
four others wonnded. The gunboat fleet was
turned down the river, fourteenmlles from -.he
cUy, and all day was shelling the rebsl left
