About a week ago we alluded to the fact o»

The War Department
directed that in consideration of the punish¬
ment already undergone by Jas. H. Wheeden,
Meyer Wallack, Louis Heilbrun, Thomas W.
Johnson, Philip Wallack, Samuel Heilbrun,
Robert __.· Sutton, Charles E. Waters aud Jno.
H Hennage, they be released from further Im¬
prisonment during their good behavior, under
their respective sentences, and that they engage
in -no illicit trade nor furnish any aid or com¬
fort to the enemies of the United States, and
hold no intercourse with them during tt e same

Thk Citt EAitBOADS..Elsewhere in our
columns will be found a report of the late de¬
bate in the Hou.e on the question of increas¬
ing the rates of fare on the city railroads.
Our sympathies have been so much with the

large portion of the community who are ac¬
commodated by riding at the cheapest possible
rate that we have been very mueh disinclined
to admit tbe necessity for an advance upon the
present rates of fare. We knew that* the lare
of 5 cents was very much below that in any
other city in tbe country for the same length of
travel, and we were aware that tbe running
expenses of the road have more than doubled
since the commencement of the war, and es¬
pecially in this city, in consequence of the
government competition for horse feed, ¿co.
have increased much more proportionally than
at any other point, bnt we hoped that despite
these drawbacks the companies would be able
to weather it with perhaps the omission ol a
dividend or two.
Bnt an examination of the facts in the case

forces upen us the conviction that the running
expenses ofthe roads now so far^exceed the in¬
come that the question of an i .crease of fare is
one literally of life and death to the compa¬
nies.
In common with the community at large we

have seen the street cars at times overflowing
with passengers, and supposed that the roads
were doing an excellent business. But the de¬
ceptive nature oí this seeming prosperity is
shown when we estimate the immense num¬
ber of transfer passengers (more than one-
fourth of all) who crowd two sets of cars
with the same freight; and another fast is
usually lest sight or, and that is, that the
crowded cars which meet the eye are those
running in the middle portions of the day, as
the morning and evening cars generally run
light. Aa exact average of the number of
paying passengers to each car on the Wash¬
ington and Georgetown road shows but 15?
to each trip, we are informed, and we pre¬
sume that on the Metropolitan road the num¬
ber is considerably less.
The price at which city railway stock has

been sold is equally deceptive as an argument
again.t an increase of fare. The fact is that
the community lias been bitten with the idea
that etreet railway stock was a sort of Fortu-
uatus income producer, and have scrambled
for it in a way that has run it up frequently to
high figures; an experiment not likely to be
repeated bj many of them, in view ofthe only
moderate rates of interest heretofore paid, and
the fact that dividends are likely to be few and
far between in future.
The street cars have now become an indis¬

pensable necessity, and the qnestion is whether
the companies shall be broken down beyond
hope of adequately accommodating the public,
by forcing them to run at a ruiuous lose, or
whether they shall be enabled to keep their
heads above water by a moderate increase of
fare, temporarily. There is no danger, we take
it, that Congress will in any event grant them
an increase of rate one moment longer than the
present enormous running expenses of the
roads justifies.

Affairs in Georgetown.
SrskCH ov Matok Addiüoh..At the close

of the polls in Georgetown on Monday last
Mayor Addison was called on by an immense
assemblage in front o f Lang's Hotel for aspeech, when he addressed them as lollows:Fellow Citizens: If you will give me a little
more room, stop your cheering and be quiet,I will talk to you awhile, but I would muchrather, at this hour, be in bed.

It so happens that I stand now in the identi¬cal spot wbich I occupied just twenty yearsago to receive the kind congratulations oí myfriends on my first election to the Mayoraltyof this town. With an Intermission of two
years, only, I have been regularly re-elected
to that office up to this day, and have beat¬
en every candidate that has been arrayedagainst me. Very few men, anywhere, can be
proud over such an almost unbroken _er.es oí
triumphs and snecesees.
And, what is somewhat remarkable, these

victories have almost always been achieved
when my political party v.*as in a hopeless mi¬
nority. At times, too, when it waa the fashion
of my present opponents to sneer at and vilifyAbraham Lincoln, and to denounce me as a
recklees Black Republican, and to dta *- down
upon ir.e the fury aad power of popular preju¬dice and deep-toned political animosity.But the present effort to awe and intimidate
me has hardly a parallel in tbe annals of part v

audacity, and about which I have a few word's
to say.
At the outset of this contest, a club of twen¬

ty.three people, as obscure a_ insolent, callingthemselves «? G mon League,"' ordered me not
again to be a candidate tor the office of Mayor,
as (hey wanted aman to be elected of theirown
standing and claims upon the people. Of course
I treated that order with all the contempt it
deserved, and became a candidate at the re¬
quest oí a number of well known and decided¬
ly decent people, men oi property and men of
character.
But it was soon found that the club had a

good deal of trouble on band, as they had no
fit person among themselves to run, and could
find no fit man, outside of the club, who
would consent to receive their nomination.
Now, what a disgusting spectacle is here

exhibited.twenty-three obscure and irrespon¬
sible ignoramuses assuming to dictate to four¬
teen thousand people how and by whom their
municipal government shall be conducted. As
well might twenty-ti,ree of the smallest kind of
mice assemble in a tin cup to make rules and
regulations for tbe management of a first-class
menagerie.
In their desperation they went, as the last

retort, te Dr. Cragin,a well known spiritualist,
who, alter rapping and tipping the tables, told
them that the wisest of the spirits were deci¬
dedly or opinion tfcat Geo. Hill, jr., was their
only available man. In consideration of the
value of this disclosure from the spirit world,
the "tin cup club" directed the Corporation of
Georgetown to bless the said medium with a
salary of six hundred dollars per annum for
spiritual services to the club aforesaid, aud
thereupon George Hill, jr., was nominated
with a due degree of enthusiasm.
The medium was then directed to ascertain

from tbe other world the probable success of
tbeir candidate. On this occasion the tables
were fearfully agitated with the revelation
that the medium mnst call immediately on
President Lincoln and have Addison with¬
drawn from the contest early on the day of
election, when the course would be clear and
success certain. The medium told my good
friend, Joseph F. Brown, oí Washington city,
that this was the scheme, and that it could not
fail. But that order did not eome, and you
now, my fellow-citizens, inform me, with all
this noise and confusion, tbat Addison is again
elected by something of a rail-splitting ma¬
jority. The good Doctor has just informed his
deluded friends of tbe tin cup that he bad re¬
ceived another despatch from a very familiar
old spirit that all of tbe brethren had been
overtaken with a sudden contempt for the tin
cup convention, and -tad lost all confidence in
the loyalty of Hill, ss H was his fashion to spell
loyal «« liei," further, that he bad been lying
about his attending soldiers' hospital·', and that
Addison bad the proof, ln black and white,
tbat both Hill and the medium had refused to
give a dollar for tbe families of the soldiers in
i-?»·.; while he (Addison) had given bis mite of
»Hi.. Tbe medium, too, made the start¬
ling disclosure that all tbe spirits bad voted
the Lincoln ticket, in November last, aud that
they were very mad with Hill and the tin cap
convention because they refused to subscribe
a dollar to pay the expenses of Father Abra¬
ham's election, while "old Addison" had free¬
ly given one bundred dollars, and that he had
the proof of this lrom "headquarters."

The Season of Lent..The Lenten -ea.on.
observed by the Christian communifv. espe¬
cially the Catholic and Episcopal Churches,
commenced yesterday and was scrupulonsy
observed. The following regulations for the
observnce of Lent have been published by the
Archbishop :
"All the faithful who have completed their

twenty-first year, are, unless legitimately dis¬
pensed, bound to observe the Fast of Lent.
They are to make only one meal a day, except¬
ing Sundays. The meal allowed on fast days
is not to be taken till about noon. At that
meal, if on any day permission should
be granted for eating flesh, both flesh and fleh
are not to be used at the same time, e v.- u by
seasoning. A small refreshment, commonlycalled collation, is allowed in the evening: no
general rule as to the quanti· y of food permit¬
ted at this time i_ or can be made. But the
practice ofthe most regular Christian is, never
to let it exceed the fourth part of an ordinary
meal. The quality ol food allowed at the col¬
lation is, in this diocese, bread, butter, cheeee,
all kinds of fruits, salads, vegetables and fish.
Milk and eggs are prohibited. General usage
has made it lawful to drink in the morning
some warm liquid, as tea, coffee, or thin choc¬
olate, made with water Necessity and custom
have authorized the use of hog's lard instead of
butter, in preparing fish, vegetables, &c. The
following persons are exempted irom the obli¬
gation of fasting: Young persons under
twenty-one years of age, the sick, nursing
women, those who are obliged to do hard labor,
all who, through weakness, cannot fast with¬
out great prejudice to their health. By dis¬
pensation, the use of flesh meat will be allowed
at any time on Sundav, and once a day on
Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Satur¬
days, with the exception of Holy Thursday,
and the second and last Saturdays of Lent."
