It Is not to
re denied that 1: is gratifying to see these men
a-knowledge the hopelessness ol their cause:
but it will be decidedly unjust if such men are
Us-ened to with favor while men like John
M:nor Botts are unheard. And thi3 very
prompt movement by these men, though prob¬
ably sincere, is not above the suspicion of
t e;Lg inteiided to exaet from the President, by
ac appearance of readiness for reunion, terms
that may be decidedly unacceptable to the
truly loval people here, who, in numbers,
are far greater than is generally believed at the
North,

« ampbell. General Orant has done a great
tifa) toward it within the past ten days, and is
adding to It everv hour. *1 learn to-night that
a special escort has been sent into the interior to
bring m R. M. T. Hunter, member of the Rich¬
mond Senate, and Gen. W. C. Wickham, who
reprefents the Richmond district in the Rebel
House of Representatives. How Hunter feels
I know not, but 1 learn, on undoubted author¬
ity, that General Wickham is favorably dis¬
posed towards the Union cause; that he favors
Virginia's immediate return to the Union on
the ba^is of the abolition of slavery, aad is
most highly esteemed by the loyal men of his
district. He opposed Secession to the last, andthough lie has held a commission in the
army, his heart was never in his work. A
year and a-half ago he was prevailed upon to
be a candidate for Congress against James Ly¬ons. a notorious Secessionist, and was elected
by an immense majority, without an effort
(imply because of his well-known conserva¬
tive views. As a member of that Congress,bis action has been, as is well known at the
JVorth, more of a negative character than oth¬
erwise, and only a short time before the ad¬
journment of that body he was denounced byhot-headed Rebels as'a reconstructionist-
The meeting held yesterday, and heretofore

alluded to, took no action, except to appointfour commissioners to proceed through our
lines with the terms offered by Mr. Lincoln,and tender them to Governor Smith and the
legislature. These men are James R. Ander¬
son, David J. Burr, Nathaniel p. Tyler, and
II W.Thomas
Judge Campbell was authorized to accom¬

pany them, and they are to leave as soon as
they can obtain their passes.probably to-mor¬
row. They will have to travel fast to over¬
