Suspicion Having bet»n directed towards a

honsp occupied by members of the Suratt fim-
ily, on H street, near <>th, Major Smith, of
General Augur s etafl. accompanied by a Cap¬
tain and a gentleman connected with the War
Department named Morgan, last night visited
the premises, and placing the lady inmates in

arrest, proceeded to the examination of the
house and papers found in it.
While doing so a rap was heard at the door,

which was opened by Mr. Morgan, revealing
a medium.sized man, dressed in a gray coat
and vest, black cloth pantaloons, and fine
boots.
Upon discovering the officers he manifested

considerable surprise, and remarked that he

had got in the wrong hou3e. In reply to the

questions of Major Smith, he gave contradic¬

tory answers, some of which were quite ab¬
surd.
The reason he assigned for calling 011 Mrs.

Suratt was that he had been engaged to dig a

gutter 101 her to-day, and called that night to

learn where it was to l»e placed, as he should
commence work in the morning before Mrs. S.
would have arisen.

The man had a pick with him, and claimed
to earn a living by its use: but the delicate

appearance ol his hands, and his inconsistent
statements convinced the officers that b.» had
some connection with the attempt to assasinate
Mr. Seward, and he was at once taken to Gen.
Augur's headquarters.
t'pon reaching headquarters he was placed

in the midst of a group of persons, while an

officer was dispatched to the residence of Sec¬

retary Seward tor the servants and attendants
who saw the assailant of the Secretary.
I'pon the return of the officer the gas was

'urned down, and as the servants entered the

room the gal was suddenly let 01. with a full
blaze. The boy instantly pointed out the man
in the group as the one who entered the Secre¬
tary 's house. The servant at the same t.me

betrayed visible excitement, showiag the deep
impression made upon mm by the t ight of the
criminal. The demeanor of the prisoner at once

changed, his defiant manner giving place to

manifestations of fear, and his countenance
assuming a deathly pallor.
After some other investigation, there re¬

maining little doubt as to the identity of the
man, he was placed 111 safe keeping, within
iron walls. The prisoner 13 variously known
as Paine, ahas Ttorr.a*, alias several other
names.

"FRENCH LADY."
There Is reason to b-*lievt> th it the person ar¬

rested last night at the house on II street as
the par y who attempted to take the life of the
Secretary of State is no other than the Thomas
desperado, the "French ls,dy," who, it will be
remembered, captured the steumer St. Nicho¬
las, in 1961, and who was subsequently ap¬
prehended, tried, convicted and sentenced to
the Penitentiary, from which he got out of by
some meats.

THE BODY LAYING IN STATE.
The arrangements for laj ing thecorpseof Mr.

Lincoln in state, at tne White House, were

completed early this morning, and long before
the hour announced for opening the gates to
allow the public to view the features of the
deceased lor the last time, an immense crowd
of persons had assemble.:. By half-pa*t nine
o clocK, the time at which the gates ol th»* en¬
closure leading to the White House were
thrown open, a solid line of human being-*,
three or four deep extended from the gite on
Penn'a avenue, fronting Iti'h street, to the cor¬
ner of Penn'a avenue and 1 :th street.
Visitors entered the western gate or thf en-

closure, passing in the mam entrance of the
building through the Gieen Room luto the
East Boom, and out of one of the large win-
dows over a piatiorm erected for the purpose,
and draped in mourning.
The approaches to the White House were

guarded by a detachment ol the 7th regiment
V R. C , under command ol Captain W. K.
Morse, Lieut J. 11. Durkee, and Lieut. D. J.
Oounolly. Company K, l.'.uth Pa. regiment,
under Capt. (ietctiell, were also ou duty in
and around the building.
The East Koom, in which the remains were

laid, was tastefully decorated in mourning,
the work being done under the supervision oi
Mr. John Alexander. The windows at either
end of the room were draped with black berege,
the frame? of the mirrors between the win¬
dows, as well as those over the marble mautels,
b> ing heavilv draped with the same material.
The [heavy gildings of the frames were thus
enurely enshrouded, while the plates of the
mirror" were covered with white crape. The
chandeliers at the northern and southern euds
ot the room were also draped with mourning,
the central chandelier having been removed to
make room for the catafalque.
The catafalque, upon whic h th»> coilin con¬

taining tht* remains of the late President was
placed, is eleven feet high, sixteen feet long,
and ten feet wide; thecolfin resting on a sur-
fa< e about three f> et from the lloor, surrounded
with _ wreath of evergreens and j.ip<<nicas.
From the four corners of the surface upon

which the coffin rests, r'c.e llrm posts, som-- six
feet in height, w hlch are surmounted by a
curved canopy, extending one foot over either
end The inside, or ceiling of this cauopy, is
composed ot-white fluted silk or. satin. The
top is covered with the finest quality of black
alpaca, and graceful festoons of the same rich
material border it, while heavy curtains, al o
formed of black alpaca, are looped back to the
posts The surface ot the dais, or platform, is
covered with black broadcloth, and is bor¬
dered with a heavy black silk fringe and
festoons of alpaca, confined with rosettes of
tli^ same labric. %The corpse. a3 it lay in state in the East
Boom, was in charge ot the following oihcer-,
representing both the army and navy .On the
part ot the army Gen. Hitchcock, Gen. Eaton,
Capt. Penrose. Capt. Van Lear, and Lieut,
Col. W. Sinclair, on the part of th^ navy
Commander E. Stone, of the monitor Montauk,
Lieut. McNair, Lieut. A. B. Young, and Lieut.
N. 11. Farquahar.

It was a sad and solemn sight indeed to wit¬
ness the large crowd ot persons slowly and
mournfully wending their way into the room
and pass the corpse, some of the number a -

tually -obbing aloud with grief as they took
a final look at the revered remains.
