David Hercld 12 well kpown in the Sixth
Ward, bhe being a son of the late A. (3. Herold
who tor 8oy yrars was the priacipal clerk in
the naval s'ore, We believe that he was adn-
cated here and at Charlotte Hall, St. Mary's
county. Md., and until reeently was a clerk in
a drug store in ihe Sixth Ward. He has been
known as & sympathiser with the South, bag
no one suspectad that he wonld zo 10 any des-
perate lengths in her bahalf.

He had been cut of employment for som
time pact, but managed to keep a horse—a vary
fast pAcing animal—at Pope’s stahles on K
street south, which he took out of the stable
about sundown on Friday night last. As he
mounted and rode out he sung out to those in
charge of the st&able *i! any one asks for ma tel
them L've gone to New York.”

On the same afternoon be told som~ of his
acquaintances that he was going to St. Mary's
county.

Within &« month or two back he spent much
of his time with Booth, and 1t seemed to hiz
friends that he had snddenly become infatanataed
with Booth, and no longer than Tuesday last
¢neof his acquaintances asked him how he
had become =0 thick with Booth, to which he
replied, «“Oh, Booth is a good fellow."

it wiil be recollected thal a man gziving his
name as Harld (doubtless Hero!d; hired a roan
her-e at Naylor’s stables on the afternoon of
the murder,and that afterwards a man named
Atzerard (or Attzerot) left a horsa at tue
stable, telling the hostler to have it refdy at 10
o'cleck.

Hercld is about ¢ or years of age, 5 teal
Jor 6 inedes 1n height, aark complexioned,
swmcoth, tull face, darx brown hair, which is
woru short, and dark biue eyes

We reprint from the ~far of Monddy our ac-
count of the transactions of Atzerott and Her-
old:

CAULTETOTHE ASRAILANTOF NI R. SAWARD.
Abteul threec weeks ago, s man named Alzerard,
represented as belng a merchant at Bryao-
town, Charles county, Md., went to the
stabiesof Thompson Naylor, cornerotf 13 and
I streets, for the purpese of selling a stallion
and & brown horse, blind in one eye. Atzer-
ard msade several attempts to seil the horses
to the (jovernment, but without success, and
ficaily di-posed of the stallion to Mr. Thoma-
son, etuge contractor to Port Tobacco. He
continued to visit Mr. Nailor's stables, how-
ever, and in a short time reported that he had
als0 sold his brown horse,

On Friday afternoon & man named Harld,
(Herold undoubtedly,) who aﬂ)peared to be in-
umate with Atzerard, came to the stable and
hired & roan pucing horse, and shortly after.
wards Atgerard appeared with a bay horse,
which he left, telling the hostler to have it
ready for him at ten o’clock that night. Upon
calling for the horse at the appointed time the
hestler asked what had become of his friend
Harld 2nd the roan, t5 which.Atzerard re-
plied, “ Has he not returned yet He'll be
here directly.”” Some time atier the hostler
heard the ‘wace of the roan coming down from
the direction of the Treasury, and went ont
to meet him, but the rider, apparently to avoid
the hostler, tnrned np Fourteenth street and
down F. The latter immediately want back
to the stable. and fearing Harld (Herold) in-
tended to make off’ with the horse, saddled an-
other and followed h:m to the Navy Yard
bridge, where, in answer (o the inguiries, the
guard stated thata man riding such a horse
had passed over, and was probably about a
quarter ol 2 mile in advance. John was also
told that he might go over, but conld not return
betore moreing. He then came back to the
stable, And hearing that & horse had been taken
up in the street by the detectives made some
inquiries, and after giving his statement to the
Provost Marshal was showa a saddle, which
he identified beyond doubt as the one nsed on
the brown horse when at Naylor's stable, and
which Atzerard said he had sold,
