Thb Niagara and the Sacramento..A
L.sbon telegram of the 5th inst. says: "The
difficulty between America and Portugal has
been amicably settled. The Governor of the
Belem Fort has been dismissed, and the fort is
to salute the American ilag to-day with twen¬
ty-one guns."
The Lisbon Journal do Commercio of the

3oth published the following as an official ac¬
count ol the affair:
"The two Federal steamers anchored at

Belem, much below the ground they wished
to take, because the Portuguese guard-shipprohibited their auproaching nearer to the
place where the Stonewall lay. .Next day,when the Confederate vessel had sailed, theyweighed anchor, with the intention of coming
up the river, but did not not notify the guard-ship of their intention, and this caused the
Governor of Belem Tower, whose orders were
precise, to fire into the vessels. It is explained
that the Federal ships steamed towards the
bar, in order to take the turns up the river, andthere i6 no doubt the whole" difficulty mighthave been obviated had they sent previousnotice to the Governor of Belem Tower.
"It is said that at the first shot the Niagaralowered her llag half-mast, to show that she

accepted the intimation not to go out, and this
signal appears not to have been observed at
the Tower, which fired six more shots at the
frigate, and it is said three shots struck her
side. The commands* of the Niagara com¬
plains thaf a blank cartridge was not first fired
to give him timely warning."

A Washington despatch says :
Both Petersburg and Richmond are now

draped in mourning. The cities which resisted
our bayonets three weeks ago unite with us
now to lament the Chief Magistrate's death.
