That
unetf:er regard to the lofty station of the vic-
tim, or his personal character and virtues, the
crime is to bereprobated as one unparalleled in
the history and tradition of the Republic, and
s one which ehocks the emlightened spirit of
the age, and merits the unqualified execration
of all mankind. p

That in the death of President Lincoln we
deplore the loss of a great and good man, 2 |
wise, upright and magnanimous ruler, whose |
lite, by common consent of his adherents and |
opponents, was &t this crisis of inestimajle |
value to his ceunntry: whose far.reaching |
statesmanship, proverbial gentleness of heart, |
and disposition to temper justice with mercy,
afforded the sarest pledge of the speedy exter-
mination of the rebellion, the honorabie pacifi-
cation of our countiry, and the restoration of
fraternal relations with our erring bretnren of
the South.

That we tender our heartfelt sympathy to
his bereaved family, and in testimony of our
sence of the national bereavement, the public
offices and schools of the town be draped in
mouruning, and the members and officers of this
corperation willattend the funeral of the Pres.-
ident in a body, and wiil wear crape on the
deft arm for thirty days.
