CIRCULAR.
Importation of Foreign Cattlegnd Hides.
TREAEURY D“‘RT'“T, Mareh 7, 193,

Your attention is respectfully direeted to the
spepdatory act relating to thg importation ot
foreign Caitle and Hides, a copy of which is
appended. In accordance with its Provisions,
1 bave determined to suspend its operations in
regard to importations from countries other
than those of Eunrope, as the ucattle disegse™
does not seem to be prevalent elsewhere. (Jus.
tom Officers will take care that no neat cattle,
nor hides of neat cattle, coming directly or in-
directly from any part of Europe, are landed,
on any pretext whatever. From and after the
1st day of May, 1866, Custom Officers will re.
quire that the Consul’s Certificate accompany-
ing each invoice of neat cattle, and of the hides ot
neat cattle, excepting those from Canada, shall
state that the ‘cattle disease™ is not, and has
not beem recently, prevalent in the country
from which the importation comes, and that
be is satiefled that such importation is free
from disease; and until the 1st of May, and in
the absence of such consular statemenl on any
invoice arriving after that date, report eac
case to this Department, and await its instrue-
tions. 1t will be seen that under this regnia-
tion the importation of Cattle and Hides from
Canada js unrestricted; it bemg understood
that the Provincial Authorities there have
adopted measures to prevent their introduc-
tion from Europe.

Be if enacted by the Seante ond House af Repre-
sentalives of the Unilted States of America in Con-
gress assembled, That an Act entitled “An Act
1o prevent the gpread of foreign diseases among
the cattle of the United Sintes,” approved De-
cember eighteenth, eighteen hundred and =ix-
ty-five, is hereby amended so as to read as fol-
lows:

be il enacted by the Senale awd I ze of Repre-
sealalicres r..r" the ¢ nifed States hl." Ameriva n Con.
gress assemiled, That the importation of neat
cattle and the hides of neat cattle from
avy forvign couniry into the United States is
hereby prohibited: I’rovidzd. however, That the
coprration of this Act, or any partthereof, shall
be suspended as to any foreign comntry or
countricg, or any parts of such couantry or
countries, whenever the Secretary of the Trea-
sory <bali officially de*ermine, and give pub-
he notice thereof, that such importation will
not tend to the introduction or spread of cou-
tagiouns or infectious diseases among the cattle
of the United States; and the Secretary of the
Treasury is hereby autborized and empower-
ed, and it shaill be his daty, to make all neces-
sary orders and regmlations to carry this law
into effect, or to suspend the same as therein
provided, and to gend copies thereofto the pro-
per ofiicers in the United States, and to such
officers or agents of the United States in foreign
countries as he shall judge necessary.

Sec.2. And be i!furl'ifr enacted, That the Pres.
ident of the United States, whenever in his
Judgment the importation of neat eattle and the
hides of neat cattle may be made without dan-
ger of the introduction or spread of contagicns
er infectious diseast among the catile of the
U'nited States, may, by proclamation, declare
the provisions of this act to be inoperative. and
the same shall be afterwards inoperative and
of no effect from and after (hirty days from the
date of said proclamation.

See. . And be it further enacted, That any per-
son convicted of a willful violation of any of
the proyisions of this act shall be punished by,
afine nMN excecding five hundred dollars, or
imprisonment not exceeding one year, or by
both guch fine and imprisonment, in the dis-
cretion of the conrt,
