Guisite pain for several days, and then get
well. Still Mr. Keyes endured no un a<iness,
until about a month ngo he begin to feel, as
he desciabed ity a dull heavy feeling, accompa-
nied by pa: tial blindoess, wild, thrilling sen-
Eutions, and aberrations of mind, This contin.
ued for two weeks, growing cach day wore,
and satisficd at last that it was the ap, el of
the dresdtul hydrophobia, be stuted for this
cily, accompanied by his brothe:, in search of
medical attention, t each day the fearful
discare made more rapid ad vances, and yester.
day morning he died in all the ho rible agonies
of raging, foaming deliriom., His disea-e de-
fied human skill. The iosidious poison had
corTupted the whole mind and body, intensify-
ing bis fear ful sufferings until death put an end
to his tortures.—New Crieans Picayun, 2d.
