Dry <>oeri*.
The course of the dry goods market has »>eon

exactly in accordance with our prediction*;prices*have steadily advanced ever since the
hrst op< ning of trad* at the commencement of
the year, and there was more excitement among
bm ers dm in* the past week than at anytimewi'hin the jmst year. Th° advance in the pries
ol the raw material has been slightly chirked:
but it is now wen that ihere in do overstock ot
goods, while the country Is comparatively b*r.,
and there is no likelihood of a decline in pric-s.The ea»e of the money market tends to Increase
trade, while the disturbance in political affairs
are not of a natnre to interrupt the ordinary
course ol business.
In unbleached goods the transactions have

been large and the demand very active. In
some makes there has been an unexpected
scarcity which cannot be easily explained.
Prices "of standard sheetings have advanced
full one and a half cents, and in some cases
more. The supply ot the b«wt ma<e« is verylimited lor the teason.
Much greater activity has prevailed ia

bleached shirtings than has been known before
in a long w hile, and, the stock In first bunds
being small, prices are steadily tending up.ward. N<-w York* Mills has ruled as high as
i- cents, and Wamsuttas at '24 cents. The ex
purts of domestics from the port of New York
since January I. 1*#IK ar® Dack.ures.
against only 590 package for the same time
in 18C7.
The market has been very active in every

oiher de-cription of domestic cotton goods, and
esfiecially in prints. Price* are so untitled,
and the disposition to purchase largely hat
been «o strongly developed that somn of the
mHuulactuier» agents have withdrawn their
goods in expectation of realizing mnch higher
prices. The advance of the week has b*-en
about a cent and a half a yard. Gingham are
in better demand, and are selling at improv»d
rat»*. Printed lawns are moderately active.
Rolled jaconets have advanced in price, and
are in good demand, as are > lieMas and cambiic«.
In ir.onsseline delaines there is not so much

doing as in cottons: but prices are well sustainedand the demand is fairly active.
jiuuku cioins snow a sugrii degree 01 improv.Btent. In cloths there is aot much change

in price, though there u a more active inquiry.
Fancy castimeres are in rather better dt>intud
at unchanged prices. Katinets are dull. Finn.
nel«sell but slowly, without chanjre of prices,
and in small lots. The opinion prevail* that
woollens will not undergo any immediate
change of rat«s: but there is a disposition to
purchase at present prices and hold over until
next fall, under (he conviction that there must
te a considerable advance before the next seasonopen?.
There have been some heavy sales of foreign

gcods, and the importations are now becoming
<jnite large; but there is not a corresponding
activity in foreign fabrics compared with the
state of the domestic markets. The goods heretoforeoffered at auction hare not been of the
really choice styles of dress goods adapt* d to
the coming season. Linen goods for men a
w ear and staple silks are in good demand, and
prices are tirmer.. fntl*i«ndent.

The Liverpool Courier contained a report yes-

terday morning that Derby bad resigned the
Pnmiei>hip, and that hi* resignation had bjen
accepted by the Clueen. During the day the
new* was confirmed. It was also ascertained
Hint Disraeli wuuld replace Derby a* Prime
Minister, at the same time retaining his present
poet. In the Mouse of Lonl« yesterday afternoon,Earl Malmi>bery announced that Derby
bad tendered hi» TC -ignation to the Queen on
account of ill hAlth, and her Majesty had
