The question then recurred on the amend¬

ment of Mr. Drake, providing that the Presi¬
dent shall. on the requisition of the Governor or
Legislature of any of the Southern States, send
United States troop* into any InsurrecttoRRry

and the troop* shall subsist on the dis¬
trict where they are quartered, and all disturb¬
ers of the peace who are arrested shall remain
in rustodv of the military until their cases are
dkmsed of; and in cane no United States troops
are available, the militia of the State shall
be called »ut la the serTice. and under the
Fame conditions as If they were United States
troop*.
Mr. I>rake advocated his amendment, de¬

claring that there was " grip" in It, and he so
Intended In to be; as It wm now. when these
troop* were «nt it was at the expense ut the
(ioiemim nt, hat the rebate should be made to
subsist them.
Mr. Sh .< r man »aid that while this proposition

w m* IndrfeasnMe itself, It ought to be the gronnd
work for some tegislntion by which lawlea* com¬
bination* In the Southern States shall be put
down. He had information that in some of the
counties of the South, armed bodies of men
overawed the lawful authorities, and something
should be done to break this up. The amend¬
ment of Mr. Drake to quarter soldiers on the
inhabitant* was In violation of the Constitution.
He wouldrevive the old law of th« Knglish hun¬
dred; be won Id make the municipality responsi¬
ble for all sets of violence committed within it*
boundaries. There was lately a case in Tennes¬
see where a whole railroad train was searched
for a gentleman who was disguised by his fellow-
pMsenip rs to save him from murder. Now, this
tMng must be stopped, and Congress had the
power to do this; soldiers should be placed In
everv township, armed men must meet armed
men." The Governor of Georgia and the Gover¬
nors of other States of the South should have the
i'.wee to call out the militia.
Mr. Carpenter should not vote for this amend¬

ment, but he did think that the present laws
were not ina«iequate to the occasion, and he
hoped tor their early revision in such a manner
as to inmi re the suppression of the lawless, mid¬
night marauders of the South-
Mr. Hamlin also expressed his dissent from

the amendment of Mr. Drake, but he also
thought that some legislation was necessary.
Mr. Fowler stated that the case alluded to byMr. Sherman, of an outrage on a railroad train,

happened in Alabama ana not in Tennessee.
The Senate then, without further action, at 5

p. m., adjourned until Monday.

DKBATK OB TUB DISTRICT CACRY LAWS.
Mr. Ingt 1x41 (111.) said laws relative to usury

were far behind the age, and he was opposed to
prescribing any rate of interest whatever. He
did not think this matter should be limited.
Give us plenty of greenbacks, and we will hear
no more of usury and usurers. We had com¬
menced by making Macfc-backs free; now we
were making </r»jrbacka free, and he proposed
that we should make grfen-backa free.
[Laughter.]
Mr Cook..How about the red-backs?
Mr. Ingersoll was at raid tliey were to be ex¬

terminated. But be w anted the experiment to
be trtcd here of making money free. There
was as much sense in passing a law declaring
how much a barrel of dour should sell for, or
how much a man should sell bis grain for, as to
declare by legal enactment how much should be
obtained for money.
Mr. Kelsey said he had an old fashioned

opinion that "all power should not be left in the
hacds of the capitalists. He would therefore
move to make the amount seven per cent.
Mr. Mungen (Ohio) thought six per cent, was

enough, and he wanted it tlxed at that. Then
mone> would tiud its way into legitimate chan¬
nels.

_Mr. Kerr advocated the greatest freedom as
to the disposal of money. He Said all these
laws were inoperative,and failed to protect the
borrowers, for, in spite of all laws, lenders dis¬
posed of their money as would best suit them¬
selves and the circumstances of the borrowers.
The fact was that all these restrictive laws ope¬
rated badly for the borrower, for on account of
the great risk to the lender he generally added
three or four per cent. He thought this bill one
which should be adopted, although he would
favor more freedom in the matter.
Mr. Scotield (Pa.) advocated the bill. He said

the same system had been tried in Pennsylva¬
nia, and had been found to work well there.
Mr. Morrill (Me.) was a six per cent, man, but

he thought thi- wa* an exceptional case, and as
Maryland and Virginia charged a greater rate
of interest, the District of Columbia should be
allowed to do so. He was informed that there
were money-lenders here who were charging
ten per cent, a month, and unless this bill was
psssed the borrow ers here would be left to the
merry of the sharpers who bad money to lend.
Mr' Coburn (lnd.) expressed himself in favor

of ali< wing ten or even twelve per cent, by con¬
tract Men wo'lid not loan money at six or
eight | er cent.. and if not allowed to ask more
they «ould evade the law somehow or other.
Mr. Mavnard (Tenn.) moved to amend by

making the rate of interest eight per cent., In¬
stead of ten. The amendment was rejected on
a vote bv tellers.ayes 35. noes 79.
The House then, bv a vote of 101 to 1", ordered

the bill to be read a third time, and it was then
passed.

Symp athetic tkks are such writing fluids as

may be made visible and Invisible at will, par¬ticular methods of treatment thus giving to
those who possess the secret the power of read¬
ing that which to others remains hidden. Such
in** may be divided into four classes:.!. Sym¬pathetic inks, the writing with which becomes
visible by simply applying heat, or atmosphericmoisture, or dryness. 2. Such inks as are made
visible by the action of peculiar vapors or gases.3. Such as become visible by washing the
paper with a solution of some chemical or
other compound. 4. Those which become
visible bv the simple action of daylight.The following are good specimen* of the first
class, of whicn the developing agent is heat
1. Red sympathetic ink: A weak solution of
the nitrate of the deutoxide of copper gives an
invisible writing, which becomes rea when
heated before the tire. 2. Yellow sympatheticink: Writing made with a very dilute solution
of chloride of copj«er remains invisible till heat¬
ed. The simplest method of preparing It Is to
dissolve e<]ual parts of chloride of ammonia
and sulphate of copper in water. 3. Y'ellow
and green ink : When nitrate of nickel and
chloride of nickel are dissolved In ranch
water, an ink is obtained which becomes greenby heating, when the salt contains traces of
cobalt, as is usually the case. When pure it
Incomes yellow, and in both eases the writingbecomes 'invisible when cold. 4. Green and
red ink. A properly-diluted solution ot chlo¬
ride of cobalt will produce a pink writing,which will disappear when thoroughly dry. It
becomes green when heated, it disappearswhen cold, and on becoming damp It turns
to a pink: after being frequently and stronglyheatrd. it at last becomes brown rea.
5. Blue ink : Acetate of the protoxideof cobalt. If the solution of this salt con¬
tains nickel or iron, the writing made by it
will become green when heated. If It is pureand free from these metals, it will become blue.
6. Light brown ink: Bromide of copper gives a
perfectly invisible writing, which appears very
promptly by a slight application of heat, and
disappears perfectly when cold. In order to
prepare this ink, take one part of bromide of
I otassium, one part of sulphate of copper, and
t ight parts of water. It is better to discolor the
blue sulphate of copper with one part of alcohol.
