STAR bas thus endorsed this style of pavement
we feel anxions that the test to be made of its |
qualitics should be a fair one; that the material |
used should be the bdest of its kind, and Inid in
the best manper. It would be idle at this time
to discuse the question whether the commission
erred in selecting three kinds of wood pavement
instead of ome. If they made any mistake it
was undoubtedly through a desire 10 avold a
charge of favoritism, and to give the publie iE |
benetit of a fair test hetween several varieties |
of wocd pavement claimed to be equally good.
But it is their duty pow to give a vigilant eye to
the manner in which the work is performed,
and also (o see ir there are any defects im the
plan, profile, or grade to be remedied before it
is o Iate. We have received several commu-
nications criticising the plan and mode of exe-
cution, most of them dealing in that trivial
fsult-unding which all important improvements
must encounter, but others seem deserving of
sume consideration by the commissioners.

The objection is made that the guttering of
the new pavement is too shallow to carry off the
water in sudden rains without dooding the side-
walks. It may be answered that the guttering
s fully as ample as In any city where wood
ravements are laid; but the question is whether
due allowance has been made for the great
width of Pennsylvania avenue—more that twice i
the width of ordinary streets—and the Targe |
amount of water iowing from it when there isa 1
violent rain. Again, it must be remembered
that by raising the grade ot the gutters, and of
the curb line, the sidewnlks have been fat- |
teved—bave less slope from the bailding line, |
amd an overtfiow of the gutters in a heavy rain |
might satonly ffeed the sidewalks but penetrate |
to the ground fdoor of stores, &c., on the ave- |
une. FProbably ithe commissioners have daly
considered this matter, and can show that there
# po danger of such overflow, but we should be
glad to be assured that such is the fact; and if |
there is any force in the objection, now is the |
time to remedy it, at this early stage of t.he
work. \

Tt is
alleged that the preparation of the bed for the
pavement isdefective; that the planking, seven-
eighths of an inch thick, is inadequate for the
foundation; that this plank foundation is un-
evenly laid. and that theblocks are inadeguate-
Iy bound by the sand and concrete filled in
betwcen them, and by the modeot keying them
by driving in thin blocks at wide intervals. It
is alleged that the contragters for laying this
portion of the work are experimenting as to the
mode of laying or keying the pavement, and
Lave already changed the plan two or three
times in the short distance gone over. It is as-
serted that the mode adopted in laying the Mil-
ler pavement, at the other end of the avenue.
is =0 superior, and the work so much more the- |
rough, as to challenge the notice of the most |
superticial observer.

Now, these allegations may or may not have
foundation, but the commissioners should not
lose a moment in examining into them, if they
bave not already done so. The property-hold-
ers are to be taxed heavily for this improve-

ment, and they have a right to demand that it
shall be vﬂ done.
