use of Potomac water.
The act of July 14th gives the engineer in

charge power to shut oil the water from any
premises where a continual waste is made, and
to erect meters at all manufacturing establish¬
ments, hotels, livery stables,'and other places
requiring large quantities. It also provides that
a -6-inch main shall be laid from the distribu¬
ting reservoir, above Georgetown, to CapitolHill, to be paid for by tne corporations of
Washington and Georgetown, and authorizing
those corporations to borrow §400,OW to liqui¬
date the cost thereof.

Alexandria awd FaaDBBicKSBcaa Road..
The chief engineer reports (Uth January, 1871,)that the grading of this road has been let in two
divisions to energetic and reliable contractors;
that preparations for the work of grading has
been delayed by the hard winter and the sus¬
pension or-navigation on the Potomac by ice;
that 236 men and 53 horses are at work under
one contractor, on five sections, and but for the
reasons assigned, there now would have been
450 or more men employed. The other con¬
tractor was poshing his arrangements to cont¬
inence work on his division la ten dags from
date; and he says further, "I have not the least
doubt bnt both contractors will finish their con¬
tracts in the specified time, (July and October

If
I could have my own wish in the coursc of travel
I would speedily have the W. and O. extended
from perhaps Falls Church direct tor Welling¬
ton, and >ave eight or nine mUe«. But 1 am not
dispot-ed be to difficult; let us have a systematic
connection by rail with this pbrtion of Virginia,
even if it must come only by way of Alexandria,
out let it come speedily. We ought to have the
products of this region coming regularly every
day by continuous railroad arrangement. We
want no delays nor transhipments, and we want
the same arrangement for the passenger travel.
A Leaving Alexandria the first station is Carlin
Tpiiiigs. which, as you know,Is a summe r resort
of city-tired j^eople for picnics and rural relief.
Then comes Falls Church, a beautifully situ¬
ated little town of intelligent, enterprising and
thrifty people. Vienna, the third station on the
ra'lroad, is another town ot growing tendencies,
with tundry mechanics' shops and places of
irade. The tilth. Hunter s.Mill*, is a tlagsta-
iion. lhornton is an embryo town, with sta¬
tion bouse. and seem* to be trafticing consider¬
ably in rails for fencing, and there is quite a
Mtpplv on hand about the station grounds.

during the week. This school is now ^istained
by tunds obtained under the new free school
system ol Virgiuia.

My judgemeut wonld place the
number higher, but the cen.su> recently settled
the question. It is one of the oldest towns iD
the Old Dominion, Is quite prettily located on an
elevated undulating site, with streets crossing
at right angles. It has a good Court House, lo¬
cated in pleasant grounds, an academv to teach
the young idea to/r», and sundry stores, mi.
chine shops and business places. With just
pride its people still point the stranger to the
office in which the distinguished William Wirt
studied law. The house is still standing here in
which Uen. Washington remained over night on
a certain occasion. Three weekly newspapers
constitute the vehicles of disseminating generalintelligence among its people. The Waiting-
tonian has nearly reached its three score yearsand ten, the Mirror is the other conservative
paper, and the Republican, I am told, is theorgtfnot the progressive-sentiment oi the times and
town. Two hotels receive the traveler and re¬
lieve his necessities. Clark's Gap, and lastly,Hamilton make up the number of stations on
the route. There is an appreciable amount of
business done at Hamilton in the purchase and
shipment of farm products. The town is some
