In Camp, Fokt Klliu, M. T..)
Septeml>er 3d, 1871. fDear I'rqffttor:.Camp and field labors for the

season being entirely completed, the homewardroute I? now the sole objective point, and I wishto convey to your mind a faint idea of the won¬derful country over which we have been travel¬ling during the last two moiitbs;the return marchfrom »hicli will keep us on the move until tin?end of Oct jber, as we go by Bear river and ForiBridgcr.
The report* of this conntTy which were broughtto jou last winter by Lieut. Doane, and which

were published in Scribtur's and tlie OrrrlmiMonthly, created out of the Upper Yellowstone
one ot the most remarkable region* in the world,and t) verify or disprove these accounts hasreallT been the labor of our party tliis season.
As you are probably well aware, through MrTbonias, who has been in Washington for thehurt two mouths, of our starting in with teams atOgden, and cur progress up the Cache Valley,lined with Mcrmon settlements, and over thearid basaltic plains of Snake river, I shall passon to our starting-out from this place early inJ uly last.

TORT ELLIS
is about 2.1 miles northwest by north from theYellowstone river, and on one of the branches o:the east fork of the Gallatin river; the countrybeyond this place would not admit of wagons, sothat we fitted up a pack train of horses andmules.the only efficient mode of transportationthat can be employed in this wild and unex¬plored country. Soon al ter we had passed overthe divide and ascended a grassy hill slope,which fell away gently to the river ahead, we
came in view of one of the greatest chains of

tAVA PEAKS
that can be found on thia continent. From rightto left as far as the eye could reach it rented
upon a serried front of rugged pinnacled sum¬mits so sharp and keen as to shed tbe snow wajdow u upon their torn and rugged tianks, leavingthe bare rock pointing upwards like needles,minan. ts, and gotliic roots. The snow beneathseemed to depend upon the straggling andstunted pines for support, while these timberlines in turn fell away down the mountain sides
to grassy benches and plateaus. The wholeforuiing'onc of the most perfect pictures of lavaupheaval and overflow that the world affords.In this chain there ft hundred peaks that arc

OVER U,OW> FEET ABOVE THE SEA,and 6,(NK) leet above the river, and eight or tenthat will easily reach the altitude of 12,000 or
13,000 feet. In my travels on tbe northwest coastI have seen Isolated mountains higher thanthese, but such a grand aggregate of lofty and.in most eases, inaccessible summits I had nevergazed upon before.
The valley which cradles the Yellowstoneriver at the base of the range is a trifle over

seventy miles in length, between the canon oithe Mission, (where the river breaks through agreat limestone ridge and turns out upon theplains,) and the lower canon, above, varying inwidth from one to live; it is well watered, with
a most luxuriant growth of bunch grass almosteverywhere within it. At the present time thereis but one ranche in it, and that is sustained bv
a man named Boettler. He is the mainstay of a
party of miners who are working in Emigrantgulcne, supplying them with vegetables of allvarieties, milk, butter, etc. His cattle run outthe whole season around without care or shelter,and are in excellent condition.
Near the mouth of the lower canon, where tberiver comes out from abrupt mountain gorge*, asmall stream flows in from the west, and b--ar>

Up l.ere on the rolling, semi-wooded slopes o!

a high mountain, one sees at first what apj>ear>to be a huge bank of snow, covering a very larg<area, with tbe strange phenomenon of steaimclouds of vapor rising from It; approachingnearer.it is found to be, in reality,a little mountain made up by the precipitation and depositionor soda and carbonate of lime, which arc held insolution by the hot water of the springs, which
comes up through basaltic fissures from som<
great depth, as the water is always at tbeboiling point. The deiiosition of the materialheld in solution is made in delicate laveis over¬lapping, and in beaded rows, the wliohbeing in appearance not unlike the coralreef. The spring in this wav is con¬stantly shutting itself up and breaking oulafresh in some other place not far distant. Bthis closing up and breaking out again of tli".
st rings a large area of country is covered withtheir deposit, and the spot I am describingcannot l»e less than Ave hundred acres in extent,
over which, here and there, are

THIRTY OR FORTY BOILING SPRINGS,the depth of the precipitation in many placesbeing over two hundred feet.
The water Itself Is a beautiful blue, and trans¬

parent to a great depth.at least to depths tha;
seem fathomless.and in many places, in flow¬ing over Its deposits of soda and lime, It showstints o«" the most exquisite delicacy, sueli as rose,
creamy yellow and taint purple. We gave twodays to the survey of this system of springs andthe adjacent country; thence proceeded over arolling woodland prairie.tbe river roaring inits steep, deep canon on our left, with a densehtimbered plateau of the Madison on our right.to the

MOUTH or THE GREAT CiXnN,three miles above the head of the Lower, andcamped at the beautiful falls of Tower CreekAt the junction of this stream with the Yellow¬stone above and below, for a mile or so. are :inumber of sulphur and sulphuretted hydrogeisprings, while high upon the basaltic "walls otthe canon opposite the yellow stain of " dead'
or " cold" sulphur springs is very marked. Thestructure of the basaltic columns just above thestaining is very perfect and beautifully regular.Rows of pillars trom twenty to thirty "feet standwithout flaw or crack in regular tiers, one abovethe other.

THE GREAT CANON
may be said to end at Tower Creek, and rise atthe foot of tbe Lower Falls, giving it a length oitwenty-five or thirty miles. It is a great ba¬saltic fissure, or rattier rent, in the earth, vary¬ing in depth from one to two thousand fee*t.along down which the river seems delighted totairly whirl, foam and fly, now a blue and thena snowy ribbon. Tbe work of eroalon has lefttowers, joints and pinnacles barelv standing outfrom Its almost vertical walls at and for severalmiles below the falls. These perpendicularwalls are gaily painted by the waters of thenumberless warm and hot springs which flow
seep and oo*e out from the fissures into a variety of tints and tones, dazzliug white, intensered, purple, saffron, yellow, etc., and fairly be¬wildering the eye at first sight with their singu¬larity and grandeur.
I now turn to

Tk* Wowdskful falls,though consciousof my inability to picture th>>m.They are a broad, evenly deep sheet of clear icewater, leaping down at one bound from its ledgefour hundred and fifty feet, unbroken by anvrocky point or cascade turning, a snowy column,the waters pausing in the pool where thev alightfor a moment, as if stunned and taking breathbefore they rush headlong away down the deet>windings of tbe canon.
The spray and mist rise a hundred feet inelouds and columns above the {tool, and bv theircondensation and precipitation have reared upQuite a beautiful grass plot wav down there ontha bars rugged walls of the canon at the foot o!the falls. Kowhere else below, with the ex¬ception of the marginals of tbe springs in a feweases, does anything appeal to grow on the barehot fece of tha rocks.

The river at the brink of the fall is about 00feet in width and about live feet deep at thisseason or the year. Less than half a mile aboveare the Upper Fails, 180 feet high, and vervhandsome, rrom the falls on our wav to thrlake we passed over an extremely interesting-g.cn, interspersed with boiling sulphur spring.

If Congress will appropri¬
ate one or two millions to begin this work at
once, and order their construction, it will do
more to restore confidence and stimulate pri¬
vate enterprise than any impracticable attempt
to loan public money to back up stockholders of
insurance companies. The fact that Congresshad voted »4.000.000 to build the necessary gov¬ernment buildings would he the best tidings toLh? unemployed latw of the city."

6. There is no run on the savings banks, norlikelv to be any. since the depositors would pre¬fer the credit at these institutions to the |>*per
rags that would be paid them. It is not as ifhey could get and hoard the coin.6." There is no possibility of a run on the na¬
tional banks for redemption of their iswaes.These are so mixed and scattered that lime and
C.tience (qualitiesnot in the market now!) wouldrequisite to an accumulation ot enough notesto trouble any given institution.

7. There w ill be no attack on the banking sys¬tem. as such.because,first, the banks have donenothing to provoke it; and secondly, the wholecommunity has too strong an interest to main¬tain this in its integrity.8. We have seen tbe worst of the causes likelyto affect the market, aud may therefore calmlyestimate the result, instead of looking for trou¬ble still to come.
