Christianity is
declared "the worst enemy of liberty, science,
and civilization," and the aim of Free Religion
is announced to be the establishment of a uni-
\ersal republic, asocial and religious unity, and
a universal co-operative union based on tree in¬
dustry and free cot tmerce.
