Dress Guild” in London is a reminder of the
most recent of the many projectsto arrest the
spread of criminal tolly and extravagance in
dress, attempted in this country. The lates
scheme was moststrongly endorsed and seconded
"y Miss Phabe Cary, and it was her unexpected
tlluess and lamented death which prevented it
from becoming an actual fact. The ecircular
had been drawn up. and a list made out of thore
ladies who were to be invited to her house to aid
in the formation of a Dress Association, to in-
clude every woman in the whole country who
would make the retention of the short walking
dress the first article of her dress creed. Bu:
death stepped in and prevented the accomplish-
ment of t‘:c design.

The proposed ruales for the London * Womans’
Dress Guild” are the following, and they are
subscribed to by a number of ladies of social po-
sitionm and dist'nction :

1. Not to make purchases unless they can be
paid tor at the time, or when the account is sent
in.

2. Never to buy anything simply ““because it
is cheap."

3. To dress in a manner befitting the station or
occupation in life oi the member,

4. To consider the personal tastes of heads of
families within the limits of these rales, bnt not
to make anything a plea for personal extrayv-
agance.

5. To use nothing false for mere purposes of
ornament, or hecanse it is the tashion, such as
false jewelry, faise hair, ete.

6. To avoid all ex gerations helonging to the
fashion of the day, which might attract improper
attemtion.

7. To avoid all unseem!ly style of dress, how-
ever much it may be encouraged by the popu-
lar fashion of the moment.
