A HINT FOR WASHlUttTOK.
And this enterprise, let me add in a digressive

This is peculiarly true of Washington. When¬
ever you bear a stranger express an unfavorable
opinion of tbe uational capital, you will find,
on discussing the guestion with him, that hi;
impressions are all based on his hotel e*j>en-
ence. To this rule thore is hardly an excep¬
tion.

THE VROP. A SIK FCTCHK.
Aside lrorn the public enterprises^above re¬

ferred to, there are o ther evidences ot growtl
and prosperity in Omaha, and there is also con-
.iderable business activity on tbe etreets. Bui
on the whole, the promise of three or four yean
ago has not been kept. This shortcoming it
probably due to two or three causes. In th<
first place, too much was undoubtedly eapocted
ot the flush times which accompanied the build¬
ing of the Union Pacific railroad, when Omaha
was tbe base of all the supplies needed west
ward. This state of affairs no longer exists
Koads are now completed; trains thunder acrosi
the continent from seaside to seaside without
material obstruction or delay, and the expe-
nence ot Omaha has been that of many another
aspiring town on through routes of trade and
travel. She has become a mere way station, t»
buy what she needs and sell what she has to
.(.are, instead of holding to any considerable ex¬
tent the traffic of other cities and distant sec¬
tion tributary to ker, as she fondly hoped to
do. Other cities, old and new, may gain some¬
what, and doubtless will, from the
opening of communication across the
continent, but the plaees to be bene¬
fited most and aaost permanently thereby
are San Francisco, Chicago and New York.Che wealth and trade enjoyed by ether points
nustoome meetly from the advantages of local
situation. Then, again, the ensealed qassMan
u to whether the eastern termin as of the U. P.
R. R. shall be on the east or on tbe weet bank
ot the Missouri rivsr has undoubtedly had much
to do with delaying the growth of Omaha. It
is likely that the machine shops and other in-
lustrtal elements of the company will follow
