IMPORTANT TO ToBACCO DEALBRS.—On and
after July 1st, 1872, every person who sells or
offers for sale manufactured tobacco, snuff or

cigars, except manufacturers of those articles
who sell only their own products at the place of
production, will be required to pay a special tax
at the rate of #5 per annum, without regard to
the amount of kris annual sales. The exemption
of persons whose annual sales do net exceed 100
is repealed by the new law.

THE LABOR Srmxxs.—lia.nemeﬁ;er & Elder's
sugar refinery in Williamsbur closed. A
force of strikers crossed from New York to the
vicinity of the refinery yesterday, followed by
police, but returned ceably without accom-
slishing anything.
