»I>elling to tbe last intermediate year, and to
substitute written orthography, together with
exerrisea in word ana'tsis in the grammirm'boo Is. to make the study of tbe map of Wash¬
ington part of tbe primary course in geography,and so to condense this branch of study that
physical geography shall be completed m tbe
tirst grammar-school vear; to close out the
small United States history with tbe last inter-
mediate year; to so adjust the course In the
grammar schools as to dlai-ensc with any unne¬
cessary repetition of former studies; to add to
tbe grammar-school course geometry, astron¬
omy . English literature, and composition; to
take into consideration the question of the pos<nihility ot introducing into the grammar schools
a course of short and well-selected historical
readings.
objection was made by Mr. Harris, and after

considerable debate by Messrs. HarTls, Wood¬
