apart. The steering wheel is three feet
in diameter, with a tire twelve inches
in width. The seat for the engineer is di-

rectly in_ front of the engine, fwhich is
managed by a double erank. On either side of
this seat are water tanks, and in the rear are
two coal bunkers. The machine ean be turned
on its own ground, and works much the same aa
a velocipede. In height the engine ig cight feet
from the ground to the top of tue boiler. The
emoke stack is hinged, 50 as to be lowered when
passing under brisfes. The engine is twenty-
four Lhorse power. Four boats, three loaded and
one light, were hitched to the steamer, and
were propelled at the rate of about four and a
quarter miles an hour. The first mile was made
in thirteen minutes. The Enterprise is valued
at 85,000, and was built about three years ago.
It has worked successtully on roads, and the
owners are confldent of its Success in canal-boat
towing.—Troy Whiy. July 15th.

Euch” machina is
worked Ly two boys, who reqmire no other
training than a capacity to read and to work,
or adjust certain levers or kevs like a
piano forte. The process of distribution is
also very simple, and is effocted by a reversai
of the method of type-setting. It is stated
that a boy, by the aid of this machine, can dis-
tribute just a little faster than the best skilled
type-setter. This new labor-saving invention
has been examined by the most competent
Judges, and pronounced to be very nearly por-
feet. The best possible proot of this is aforded
by the fact that two of these machines are
now in constant and satisfactory operation in
tie London Times office. It 'is said to he
intended to set up and distribnte the erire
mper by the eole agency of machinery.
I' this can be eflected, it will do muech 1o
bring the new machines into operation and
effecta com{-lete revolution in printing. Much,
Lowever, will devend upon the price at which
the new machines can be placed in the market.
It is indispensable that the interest of the cani-
tal invested in them should be less than the
wages of the skilled workmen whose labor is
