THE SIOUX INTERVIEW THE PRESIDENT.
The delegstion of Sioux Indians now in this city

representing the Uncpapas, Black Feet, Upper
and | .ower Yancktooisne, headed by J. &3
O’ Couvmnor, agent of the Grand river agency, and
Assittant Secretary Cowen, had an interview
with the President at noon to-day. The red men
were attired in full Indian costume, with paint
and feathers in abundauce, And as each one took
the hand of the President an emphatic “Ugh
was given By way of salutation. The namas of
the chifs are as follows: Running Antelope,
Two Bears. The Grass, Bears Ribs, Big Head,
Bull's Ghost, Iron Horn, Iron Scare, Walking
Suooter, Thunder Hawk. Sitting Grow, BDlack
Eye, Mad Bear ard Big Razee. They were ac-
companied by Mrs. Galpin., After they had
thaken hauds with the Paesident, ha inquire! il
there wae anything speclal which they desired to
say 10 him.
HGRASE” DON'T WANT TO RECROWDED.

“‘Grass” stepped to the front, and throngh the
interpreter said: I never had anything aguinst
the white man. You sent for me betore, but |
did not hike 19 come, You sent for me again
and T come.

The President inquired as to the nature of
the land upon which the band is located, and
inquired if anvthing had been said to them
albout moving them into the Indian country.

Secretary Cowen replied in the affirmative.

The President then addressing the Indians,
#aid he wonld like to see them on fertile lands
where it would be easy for them to make a livin
and when they should be willing to go on su
lands the government would send them, and
learn them how to build houses. Their young
men especially should be instructed. It was for
them to think about. Unless they wanted to RO
he did not want to make them. They could go
back to their bomes now and talk the matter
over this year to their people. If they would
not a to go he would not compel them.
Above all things they should be at peace with
the white people, who outnumber them & great
many times, and if a cooflict should come
it would be much worse for the Indians.
He did not want to fight them DLut
protect them and care for them. Above
all things, too, they should have their
young people instructed. The white people
were increasing rapidly, and in a few years it
would be much worse for the Indians than now
Angthing they wanted now could be asked of
the Commissioner of Indian Affairs and Secra-
tary of the Interior, who would act for him.
““What they say is the same as I had sai ] it.”

'l;he Indians again gave a satisfactory ugh'
ngh!

& Grass” said the land of his reservation was
bad, but he was raised in that country and
wanted to stay there. He knew it was not gosd,
biut he wanicd to stay on it, and did not want
Auy white man tocome onit. They also wanted
to have Mr. O’Connor, their agent, to remaln
there.

The President assured them no change shon!ld
be made in the agent, and, tarther, that he did
not want to force them from the land. He

The prisoners are shiort,
thick-set men, closcly resembling each other,
and both gazed around the court reom. *rowded
with the iriends of the family, with stolid com-
posure.

Shocking T ¥ in Jersey Clity.

At alate hour last night a Jdispalch was re-
ceived at ths police headquarters, in Jeorse
Ciy, stating that & man had cut his throaf,
after killing his wife, at his residence on Jersey
City Heights. Michael Gehring, a German
laborer, residing in New York avenue, near
Frauklin street, assaulted his wite with a large
butcher knife, infl icting wounds which resuited

n immediate death. Arter this he cut his own

hroat, and when the police arrived the woman
was fonnd dead in one room and the man in the
other. Gehring and his wife had not been on
amicable terms for years pest, and he was well
known to the police as a desperate rufan.
Though he was not known to be an intemperate
man, he was characterized as & vicious one, and
bad been frequently locked up on charges of as-
sault,

At the time of the murder there were six
boarders in the house, The deceassd hiad four
children—three sons and a daaghter. Two were
married, and the others lived at home, Thoagh
tliere were several persoms in the house when
the tragedy occurred, it was not witnssad by
Aany one. It was evident that the womaan had
been stabbed with two knives, which wers 1o +nd
in the room where the man was lving. On2 was
about a foot in leogth. and the other sixtaen
inches. The woman had haen gtabbad through
the heart with the larger, the wound inflicied
being at least six fnches in -!c’plh_ Ano her stad
beueath the collar-Lone was discovere !, and a
large on the back of her head, which
might have been inflicted by a kell» or might
Lave been caused by & viclont fall against a door
or door post.
