The inspector shall display the yellow flag from

every dwelling containing amall-pox, and if said
flag be taken away wit boat authority. the HeaUh
Officer must be Immediately notified of the fact.
The it.siector of each district ahall be notified of

the presence and locality of small pox cas«s In his
district, and it shall be his duty to see that the
quarantine regulations relating to hou««s having
small-fox within are properly enforced, and that
no person exposed to the contagion be allowed te go
out of the dwelling or come la contact with auy
other person.The inspector shall In an urbane manner inform
the people ol the ouarantine regulations imposed by
the Board of Health regarding small pox, hut shall
cause no unnecessary hardship.
Thsrinspector detailed to attend to the small pox
