Increase of Salaries,

A PILL INCREARING THE SALARIER OF THE
PRESIDENT, VICE PRESIDENT, MEMBERS OF
CONGRESS, AND OTHERR.

The bill reported yesterday by Mr. Butler,
from the committée on the judiciary, to adjust
the salaries of the execntive, judicial, and legis-
lative departments of the government, provides
that after March 4, 1573, salaries shall be fixed
as follows per annum: President of the United
States, $50,000; Vice President of the United
States, $10,000; Chief Justice of the United
States, 810,500; justices of United Statos Su-
preme Counrt, £10,000; Cabinet officers, %10,000;
Speaker of the Honse, £10,000; members ot Con-
gress, §5,000. The bill provides that the 42d or
present (.‘-cmahall also be paid 22,000 per
annum. Ita et mileage, but allows actual
traveling expenses, and fixes the salary of the
Vice President, Speaker of the House, members
of the Cabinet and judgesof the Supreme Court
(excepting the Chiet Justice) at §10,000 each.
The total increase contemplated by the bill is
1,029,000 per annum, saving to the government
according to the official statement of the Post-
master General, per annam by the abolition of
the franking privilege, $2,543,.227.72; and saving
to the government by the abolition of mileage,
stationery, %l‘d MeWSpaper aceounts,
(estimated,) $200,000; total sa , 82,743 38772,
total net savings, §1,713,821.72. In closing their
report the committee say that in recommending
that the rate of salaries for Senators, Represen-
tatives, and Deleﬁaten. be applied to the present
Congress and paid to its members, the commit-
tee are but following every precedent on this
suhject from the foundation of the government
to the nt time.

SAD DETAILS OF THE TERRIBLE DISASTER.
