CHESAPEAREZ AND OHI0O CANAL — Monthly
Mecling of the Board of Drirectors— Report of Pres-
ident Gorman.—A meeting of the bourd of diree-
tors of the Chesapeake and Ohio canal was held
in Frederick, Md., yesterday. President Gor-
man’s report shows increased tonnage and rev-
enue of the company for the past month, as
compared with any corresponding period, viz
Total revenue accraed for the mouth, 869 500.47;
expenses, 219.9%9.47, showing the net increase
to be £50,010. The coal tonnage for the month
was 108,221 tons. The following statement shows
the receipts and tonnage for 1571, 1572 and 1573,
vlz:——.lu{;-.

Six or eight were drinking together
quietly for a time, when & certain Jady all at
ence called Slatter and told him to ont, but
not very loud. Saw deceascd and Slatter make
rome motions with their hands; ran around and
took hokl of deceased, saying, *Don’t make
any disturbance here,” and ho said, “Will, I
am finished; I am cut; this is the last of me.”
Witness nsked, “What is the matter?” and he
replied, “1 am stabbed.” Slatter had some
kind of steel instrument in his hamnds by the
glisten.  Saw the blood then spurt out of Has-
=ey's side. Two of his friends then took charge
ot him, got a carriage and took him off to a
doctor.

Agnes Howard, gworn: —Witneas was with Mr.
Slatter drinking wine; deceased came in and
Mr. EBrown introduced him to Slatter, and he
(deceased) sat down to the table, and Both ap-
ﬁenred friendly; witness went out and came

ack and called them; they did not come, anid
witness went out again and returned the second
time, nud asked Slatterto go. Some one said to
Siatter: “If you are a thorough-bred yon won't
go out.” Deceased #aid (laughingly) to Slatter:
“I'll take you by the two ears and butt your
brains ont.” Siatter got up and placed” his
hand behind bim (towards the hip ket) and
made at him. Did not see the kuife; saw the
preceding witness (Mr, Will) take hiold of de-
censcd and open his coat, when deceased said:

Mr. F. H. Finley, sworn: —Witness went to the
Fark to see Mr. Hussey; was asked by Mr. Hus-
sey or Mr, Taylor to go Mr. Will's and have a
boitle of wine—meaning amle themselves.
Aller gomi iuto the booth were Invited to the
opposite side to that where they intended to sit
and witness was introduced to Mr. Slatter. In
& minute or two someofl the party lett; the prg-
ceding witness, Miss Agnes, came and calied
Slatter out, and one in the party said, “If you
E© yOou are not as you were introduced to ma—a
thorough bred.” Hussey jokingly said, It you
Fn I'll take you by the ears and butt your

wralng out,” or something to that effect. Slat-
ter got up and said, “I'll pee how you'll butt
my brains out,"” and made two or three panehes
at him as if hitting him in the body, and Hus-
key retreated as Slatter followed him, and near
the door both partly fell. Witness got np and
as be did so saw Slatter put the knifein a
pocket on the side as he was going out of the
Adoor—siaw the blade shining. Witness turned
to Mr. Hussey and he said, “Frank, I'm cat;
that cownrd has killed me."” Witness went oot
tu look tor Slarter and decensed was brought to
this Liouse.

Rubert Cathear!, sworn: —Witne<ss came from
Baltimore; was with deceasad; eorroborated Mr.
F , and in sdddition sald he saw the knife in §.'s
bond, and told him to put it up, and he did so.
T his was after they Lud been punching at each
ciher, and afterwards some one said * Mike is

tabbed;” turned, and deceased put his hawd on
Lig shoulder, saying, *Hob, old fellaw, 1'm
gone,” Witness took him to the earriage, and
they drove him home. Richard Hasris and
Taylor came with them. On coming in, wit-
neks put his hawd over the wound to stannch
the fluw of blood, and H. said, “Bob, it's no
use; I'm gone; biot I'll forgive him; I forgive
him for what he has done,”" (meaning Slatter,)
“] don't wish him ‘rruti:d. but he has done his
work well.” Spoke to the same effect until he
reached the house.

Iichard Harris corroborated this testimony.
but did not see the knife; introduced Siatter to
Taylor, Catheart and Wills, Mr. Brown 1utro-
duced Slatter to decensed,

The jury then brought in the following

VERDICT.

‘' Thal the said Mickuel Hussey came to nis
death, between the hours of 3 and 3 o'clock
p- m. on the Eth day of August, 1573, at the
house sonthwest corner of ith and E streets
northwest, in the city and county aforesaid, by
reason of punctured wounds of the abdomen,
inflicted with a sharp instrument held in the
Lands of H. H, Slatter.”

At the conclusion of the inguest, the remains
were turned over to Mr. Richard Harvey, un-
dertaker, under whose supervision they were
embalmed and then taken to the residence of
the mother of the deceased, on Massachusetts
avenue, between 24 and 34 streets, where the
funeral will take place to-morrow (Sunday) af-
ternoun, at 3 o'clock.

ARREST OF SLATTESR!
Just as we go to press we learn that Slatter,
who stabbed Hussey, wus arrested at 3 5 o'clock

this afternoon and conveyed to Police Head-
quarters.
Detectives MeDevitt, McElfresh, Sergeant
and Miller, about 2 o'clock to-day, 2ot informa-
tioe as to the whereabouts of Slatter, and tm-
mediately started, and found him over the
aqueduct, near the causeway, in the pines,
and took Lim in custody about three o'clock.
