The death of 8o eccentric a character. and one
who was g0 widely known on account of the pe-
culiar manner in which he obtained a livelihood
is worthy of more than & passing notice, a:

who bave doubtless often good-naturedly re-
sponded to his dignified appeals for contriba-
tons, on reading this announcement will ex-
claim, “Poor Beau!" for, truth to tell, If Beaun
left no warm friends he leaves no encmles. OfF
HIS EARLY HISTORY

but Vittle can be gathered. It is generally stated,
however. that he came of a good family, and
that he was born in King William coanty, Va.
It is also said that he was one of a family of six
ehildren—three boys and three girls—two of the
Iatter having married Gen. Eaton, of N. C. It
is further eard that upon the déath of his father,
Beau, who had always been a gay boy, took his
share of the paternal inberitance In cash, but
exactly what his portion amounged to no one
scems able to tell. It is thought, however, to
bave been about £10,000, although many assert
that it was much more. Whatever it might
have been, Beau managed to dispose of most of
it in less than a year; like the prodigal son, wast-
ing his substance in riotous living.

HIS RETICENCE IN REGARD TO HIS PAMILY.

No one was ever known to find out from Bean
himself just how much money he had squan-
dered, or to elicit from him any information as
to the circumstances of his leaving home. On
this point he allowed no ome to question him.
On one occasion during the rebellion an old
acquaintance and patron of his said to him with
the friendliest intentions, ¢ Beau, why don't
you write down to your old home and find out

something about your family. The armies have
TAvVE at pu'r;f the country, and I should
thin would feel anxions to know whether

our old mother is alive.” *Sir,” said the of-
ended Beau, drawing himself up, ‘“please to
mind your own businese and let minealone!” So
deeply did he resent this imaginary insult that
he never in spoke to the interrogator. ** He
seemed to feel,” #aid the latter, relating the in-
cident, ““that 1 was acquainted with the cir-
cumstances of his leaving home; but I was not,
and meant nothing but Kindness.”

HIS FIRST APPEARANCE IN WASHINGTON
Wasn 1853 or 1534, some forty years ago, when
he was a yo man of twenty-two or three.
Old residents who are familiar with his eareer
in Washington assert that he was “‘on the beat”
when he first came here, althouth tor about a
i{en he appeared to have considerable money.

e dressed elegantly, sported a gold wateh and
fob, carried a cane, wore a faultless beaver,
and, in short, “‘was got up regardiess.” He
announced himself as & sporting man and an
expert in determining the speed of horses. He
patronized the races, and on the gronnd was
the observed of all observers, on account of his
elegant attire and the positive manner in which
he “‘talked horse.” An old sporting man in
this city, however, says he never knew Beau to
bet a cent in his life, althougn he was willing to
impart in advance the name of the winning nag
to any person who in return would give him five
or ten dollare.

HOW BEAU BEAT THE TAILORS.

For ten or fifteen years after hus arrival in
Washington, Beau managed to keep himasslr
faultiessly attired. He would go to a tailor,
and selecting materials of the most elegant and
Costly pattern, would order a suit. hen the
bill was presented Bean would express great re-

Tet at his impecuniosity; **his friend, Presi-
dent Jackson, who was a d—! good feliow, no
malter what some folks might say, had borro w-
ed a thousand dollars of him last night, and it
was really impossible just then,” &e. The
tailor, overawed at the knowledge that his
debtor moved i Presidential circles, was only
w00 glad to wait. He genera:r did wait—in
vain, however, for Beau seemed to believe im-
plicitly in the Shaks ian adage, ““ Base isthe
slave that pays.” When he found his excuses
exhausted, Beau would argue with his tailor,
representing that he would tell all his friends
who made the suit, which would be a splendid
thing for the tailor; and it is related that sev-
eral tailors fitted the Beau out at different times
with the most fashionable snits on the same
condition. Beau was

BLASE AT TWENTY-FIVE.

In his ywn&er days he drank wine,
but, it is said, was seldom intoxicated.
The first hotel in Washington which he honored
with his patronage was Brown's, now the Metro-
politan. He boarded there for & number of
weeks, and evaded the payment of his bills
under various Fretnu for some time. Finally,
after Marshall Brown had ?t a pretty good
Imifht into the character of his guest, he said
to him one day: ‘‘Beau, you have honored me
with your company now for several weeks; sup~
pose you just E) across the vu; and patronize
my friend, the proprietor of the National
Hotel?”" «All right, Mr. Brown,” cheerfully
responded Bean, and he proceeded to the
National, where he ordered the best room in the
house, and remained for & couple of months
before his bill was presented. It seems that
some visitor mistook the Beau for Gen. Hick-
man, of Kentucky, and the proprietor conse-
quently thought, as Gen. H. had the reputation
of being very wealthy, he would not be in a
hu about presenting his bill, which, 1% is
needless

to say, was never paid.
HOW HE RAISED THE WIND.

Soon after he became pretty well acquainted
with Wuhhgwu he became the guide of such
visitors to the capital as desired to patronize
houses of ill-fame and gambling-houses, and in
this way, it is said, sometimes made trom five to
twenty-five dollars a day. When in gambling-
houses he never pllyed‘. but sometimes some
one would give him & * chip,” which he would
at once gt the banker to cash. He was early
addicted to telling stories, for which he always
demanded a red, white or blue chip, (named
after the checks used in the faro,) ac-
cording to the character of his story, or the
apparent financial status of his listener. An old
?omh:! man n;a of Beau:—' He always

esp & liar. have often seen him tell
-stories i » & person and end up, as usaal, by ask-
ing for chips, and sometimes the n would
say bhe had no . Subsequently, however
he would take out tén or twenty-five cents and
offer it to Beau, but do you think Beau would
take it” Not he! He would decline it with
oftended dlsnl?. ust because he had lied to
him.” Many of his stories were amusing, and
frequently contained references to President
Jackson, Clay, Benton, Webster, and others
who had honored him with chlilpu during their
Congressional career. Possessed of some edu-
cation, and & good conversationalist, always of
an equable temper, and never inclined to be
pugnacious and talk fight,

HE WAS TOLERATED BY STATESMEN

in his time, who would laugh at his jokes and
introduce bim to their friends from the states,
frequently as ““Gen. Hickman,” and then retire
to watch the bloedlnspmeem. The gentlemen
unacquainted with Beau’s little uliarities
would listen with the most respectful attention
to the “general’s’ stories. At the conclusion of
& yarn Beau would say, ‘I think, sir, that story
is worth & quarter,” whereupon the gentleman
addressed would laugh, and remark, * Certaln-
Iy it 15, but not exactly comprehending Bean's
d‘;-Il"t would offer him mo money. *‘Well, then,
if it 18, Beau would say, "&lem pass over the
quarter.” To say that the gentleman was
astonished would convey but half the truth. He
would look at the ‘“‘gemeral” quizicaily for a
moment and finally discovering that he was in
dead earnest would burstinto a laagh, in which
his friends would heartily join, and cash up,
while Bean would go in search of another
victim.

It will be noticed
that the fire in "Baltimore originated ina por-
tion of the city where frame huil-un{n chmﬂy
Eredonnnated, and the flames were fed at the

eginning of the fire principally by wooden
structures. The authorities of Baltimore, I
understand, do not permit frame buildings of
an{ kind to be erected now. The only wooden
buildings in that city of any conseq uence, 1 am
told, on authority, were those that were
destroyed in the laté fire, and they were very
old and well built before the regalations were
adopted prohibiting the erection of frame
hulldings. It istrue we have wide streets, but
I think if a fire was to obtain any great head-
way in u&rm of our city where buildings of
wood are thick it would do conmsidereble gm-
age even if the streets in the locality were wide,
for it was clearly proved ctr? the great fires that
