Reminiscence of "OI«l Inhabitant.''

THIS OJIB LETTBB CARUIBR IH WASHIKOrOS.
Between tifty and sixty years ago Washington

had but one letter carrier, as the population
had little intercourse with distant States or for-
tign nations. His route was from the Navy^ ard to Georgetown, which he had to perform
on loot. He had acquired a very rapid gait,and would swing his cane in a most scientific
manner, like a drum major on his march. He,
in reality, thought himself of no little conse¬
quence, performing bis daily route with greatdignitr of manner, compelling people on the
ctreet to make way for the "mail," as he claimed
all the privileges accorded to it. If in
in delivering a letter the money was not
readv for him, he would pass on with the mis¬
sive, telling the party he would call next day,and to be ready tor him. (Letters were then
paid on delivery.) Should any one call him
"Pennv Post," he would tike it as a great in-
snlt. f believe he discharged his duty faith¬
fully while he held the position. At length mis¬
fortunes fell npon him. and not havinstcourage
to battle against It, drink became his ruiu and
his miserv.

THI OOtlDStA.
M »ny years ago the Potomac was navigatedbetween Cumberland and Georgetown, by what

were called gondolas, a species of longboat.Thev were used In bringing down tlour, corn.
,ron, Ac., for the Georgetown market. This
wax '.01. g before the Chesapeake and Ohio canal
was built or thought of. In descending the
rivtr they had impediments to encounter trom
rocks and sand bars. A lock was at lengthbuilt at the B;g falls, and another at the Little
talis. They crossed the river to get through the
locks and entered the river to reach George-town.

It is asserted that old boatmen would bringtheir gondolas over the Big falls, which re-
quired both skill and courage to encounter; and
seldom did any accident occur. These gondolas
Here built of well seasoned timber, and when
their cargoes were delivered to the merchants
the boats met a ready sale for building pur¬
poses, and tbe money received for the sale of
their gondolas enabled the crews totravel home
by land, as their boats could uot be taken back
against the stream. J. C.

first, because the counts are void for uncertain¬
ty; second, the contract alleged is not in
writing, and shows that it was not to be com¬
pleted within a year, and is void under the stat-
ute ot frauds: third, the said alleged contract is
in restraint of trade and against public p>licy,and is therefore void; an 1 fourth, that none of
the counts allege the amount of damage sus¬
tained. They demur especially on the groundthat no time is given as to when the allegedcontract was made.
After reading the papers, Col. CUrke revi a

few authorities in support of the demurrer.
Col. Totten, for plaintiff, argued that thesa

routes were valuable, and are regarded as
belonging to the men who purchase or build
them up, and the rights of such are respected,and were respected by Morris in this case.

Col. Cook followed, and cited a number of
cases on the mutuality of contracts and the
necessity for them to be in writing when run¬
ning beyond a year.
The Court intimated that the contract was

indefinite and possibly void, for uncertainty and
«tant of mutuality; but it was clearly within
the statute of frauds, which requires contracts
rnnning beyond a year, or not to be performedwithin that time, to be in writing. He said that
here the contract had already ran for 12 yearsand was not in writing, and the theory of the
plaintifl was that it was to run for another 12
years, or as long as the paper lasted. Such a
ontract is clearly within the statute ot fraudsand void, and the action cannot be maintained.
He would susta.n Uie demurrer, with leave to
party to amend in twenty davs, if they are so
disposed.
Th»a is said to be the end of the ca9e.

CATIOV.A telegram from this city to the B*l-
iimore American says: On Sunday last Philip
D. ' orry, cashier ol the Atlanta (Georgia'
branch of the Freeilmen's Saving bank and
Trust company, was arretted for embezzle¬
ment. The Atlanta branch makes returns of
the business at regular intervals to the pirent
institution In till? city, and these statements
made so poor a showing for the former institu¬
tion that something wrong was suspected, and
Mr. A. .M. Sperry, the general lns(>ector of tae
freedmen's backs, was fent to Atlanta to tn ike
an examination. The deficit in Corry's account-
was discovered on the i"tb of January, and he
evidently anticipated trouble, a.- on the day
before he wrote to Sperry admitting be had
taken some seven or eight thousand dollars ol
the bank's money, ami showing where on b s
books to find the deficit. He did not state, how¬
ever. what he had done with the money. On
the 27th of January Sperry arrived at Atlanta,
and lound Corry absent. "Having, on examina¬
tion of the t«ooks, found the deficit, Sperry re¬
turned te Washington, and soon after his de¬
parture Corry returned to Atlanta. On Satur-
dav an officer of the bank here telegraphed to
have Coiry arrested for embezzling fclO/KH) in
United States currency, the property of the
Freedmen's Savings bank and Trust company.
Cony was arrested at his residence near Atlan¬
ta. and on being asked by a reporter if he oould
explain the deficiencies in his account, said -1
can solemnly declare that 1 have never taken
ore dollar from the Freedmen's bank, or anv
other bank, for speculative or personal use, and
this I can establish before the proper court and
at tbe proper time. Beyond this I hare no
statement to make." Tbe accused has engag¬
ed counsel, and tbe trial will take place Imme¬
diately. Depositors in the bank will loae noth¬
ing by tbe defalcation, as under the charter the
loss falls entirely ujion the parent bank in Wash¬
ington. The Atlanta bank has already drawn
from Washington funds to cover the deficiency.
