A BILL To KEWARD INVENTORS.—Mr. Clip-
man introduced in the House of Representatives
yesterday a bill, which was referred to the Com-
mittee on Patents, that 1,000 000 be appropri-
ated to be paid to inventors or discoverers of
uvew and nseful arts, machines, manufacturers,
or comrontmm of matter hereafter patented in
the United States, in ten yearly installments ot
2100,000 each. The bill provides that the money
be awarded in sume not less than £1,000 nor
more than 10,000, to the most meritorious in-
ventors or discoverers, by a board consisting of
the Commissioner of Patents, the Secretary of
the Smithsonian Institution, the Commissioner
of Agriculture, the Chief Engineers of the
Army and Navy, and the Surgeon General.

THE BiLL POR THE KEDUCTION OFP THR
Ar¥Y was finally perfected by the House Com-
mittee on Military A ffairs to-day, and will be

reported to the House to-day or to-morrow. It
provides for the gradual reduction of the regn-
Iar army to 25,000 enlisted men, and tor the cut-
ting off of one regiment each of cavalry and
artillery, and five regiments of infantry before
January 1, 1575, 80 as to leave the army com-
posed of four regiments or artillery, nine ot
cavalry, and twentv of infantry. ‘The reduc-
tion will be accomplished so tar as possible by
transfer and comnsolidation. The bill provides
that no new commissions shall be given, or en-
listments made prior to tha date mentioned. It
deesnot anticipata the muster out of any officer,
but any officer regigning before .JJanuary 1, 1575,
will receive in addition to ag honorable dis
charge one year’s extra pay.

GOVERNMENT ADVERTIREMENTS.—The fol-
lowing, introduced by Mr. Cox, ot New York,
was passed in the House this morning: —
Wheress the act of Congress approved July
15th, 1%70, contained the tollowiug provision
**That no advertisement , notice, or propoaal tor
any executive department >f the government
or for any bureau thereof, or for any office
tLherewith connected, sha'l be published in anv
newspaper whatever except in pursuance of
a writtén autherity for such publication from
the head of such department, and no bill fir
snr such advertisement or publication shall be
pald unless there he presented with such biil a
copy of the written authority aforesaid;” ani
whereas it is alleged that a biil or bills of adver
tising done in defiance of the provisions of the
act ot July 15th, 1270, is now pendir:f before the
accounting officers of the Treasury department:
Theretore, Be it resoived, That the Secretary of
the Treasury be, and he is hereby, directed to
furmsh the House with said bill or bills, and
also copies of all correspondence on the suﬁject.

ORJECTIONE TO THE PROPOSED “CUTTING-
DOWN’ PROCESS IN THE DEPARTMENTA.—A
number of the bureau officials in the various
executive de ments object stronglf to the
reduction in the clerical force conumcﬂ ated by
the Legislative, Executive, and Judicial ap-
propriation bill, now before the House of Rep-
résentatives. In the Second Auditor’s oftice
alone, the reduction since October 1, 1268, hae
been 213, leaving now in the bureau 269 clerxs,
which, it is claimed, is the least numbér with
which the current work can be performed,with-
out gerious detriment to the public service, and

causing a large accumulation of work
The present bill, however, provides,
as was mentioned in THE STAR some
time since, for & farther reduction

of ¥ clerks. During the late war the accnmu-
lation of public business unired a large n-
crease of clerical force in all the departments,
and im 188, in November, the Second and
Third Auditers led off' in reducing the force to
correspond with the decrease of business. In
that month. from the Second Auditor’s were
discharged about 50 clerks, again in April, 1569,
about 50, and in the July succeeding 13 pore:
makirg in eight months 143, which number has
been since reduced by leaving vacancies cans »d
by resignation, death, and removals, unfilled,
to the present number, 269, as above stated.
These officials claim that a further reduaction
will be ‘“pennywise,” &ec., because the force
must be ultimately increased to clear away the
accumulations,

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THE DISTRICT INVESTIGATION.

Meeting of the Joint Commiftee Last Evening.
Semator Allisom Elected Chairman.

At the session yesterday evening of the Joint
Select Committee of OCongress to inguire into
the affairs of the District of Columbia—present
Senators Thurman and Allison and Representa-
tives Wilson, Hubble, Hamilton and Bass—Mr
Wilson offered the following preamble and
resolution, which was adopted:

““Whereas, Mr. Thorman has stated to the
committee that he does not desire to continue.
to preside over it; and whereas Mr, Stewart has
stated to the committee that he does not intend
to act as a member of this committee under the
appointment made by the President of the Sen-
ate on Friday last: Therefore, be it resoived.
That the committee do now provide to appoint
a chairman.”

Mr. Wilson offered the following resolation,
which was also oadopted: +<‘Resolved, Thnat
Senator Alligon be, and he hereby is, appointad
chairman of this committee.”

Adjourned till this morning.

To day’s Proceedings,

The committee resumed its sesgion this morn-
ing, all the members were present, except
Messre. Stewart and Jewett.

Mr. Thurman stated that he had been in-
structed by the committee to announce the elec-
tion of Senator Allison a8 chairman, who took
Lis seat as presiding officer.

Sepator Allison (ata quarter to 11 o'clock,)
sald the first business in order was the argu-
ments with reference to the advisability ot
bringing . before the committee private pa-
pers, aud that the members were ready to hear
them.

ME, SHELLABARGER'S ARGUMENT,

Mr. Shellabarger, counsel for the meWoral-
ists, said the question to be argued was one of

reat gravity and importauce, but he doubted
Pr it was one of great diﬂicun{. It was a com-
mon law of Parliament that either house of that
body had the highest prerogative,aud it had
been the practice of both houses, where princi-
ples of high public welfare were at stake, to
produce private papers where matters of a
public concern were under investigation; pa-
pers of every des¢ription. English law would
sustain such & proceedure. e quoted Cush-
ing’s works to show the diflerent methods of
production of public and private pa
pere, and said that papers were secured
by an order of the body desiring them,
and differed from the production of witnesses,
inasmuch as the latter were summoned by sub-
1wna. He further cited from the same work to
show that the order ought to deseribe the pa-
pers, and give specihc and definite designation.
The oraer must be as specific as the nature of
the case will admit of. By adopting the rule
(uoted the coniuittee could not send out adray
net to bring in cvery kind of J)rlvata papers,
bocaunse they would be as specifically described
a# the nature of the case would admit of. The
case umder consideration was not one which
brought into play the coustitutionai sateguard
of taking papers by seizure, or without dus
procees of law, &¢. No search was proposed.

e held that testimony as such shall be pro-
duced under well-known regulations and limit-
ations of law, and said the difference detween
the proceedingsin parliament and cour*s had
Leen established for the good of public policy
that a witness betore parliament was protected
because no evidence adduced before it could be
given by either honse of parliament to be used

against him at any other place, and
tiat parliament has refased to furnish
evidence thus procured, provided tue

witness testified truly; that when important
evidence was required from a witness, Parlia-
ment usvally passed an act to indemnify him
lrom any consequences arising from the utter-
ance. The common law of England was the
law of Covngress until the passage of an act ol
January 24th, 1857, which provided that any
witness summoned hefore either house ot Con-
gress or committee thereof, who refused to tes

tify, waa liable to indictment; and that any
witness testifying before either house of Con-
gress, could not arraigoed before any court
on evidence thus adduced; and that for any pri.
vate paper produced he should not be auswera-
ble in any eourt in & criminal prosecution; that
the witness was thus excused from all penal
consequences or criminal prosecution.

The Sumner Obsequies in Boston,

The obsequies of Senator Sumner took place
at 3:30 o'cluock yesterday afternoon, in King's
chapel, Boston. Tne remains were conveyed
from Doric hall in a hearse drawn by fowr
black borses, escorted by a force of moanted
state constables, folluwed by a procession of the
Executive and Legislative authorities, the Con-
gressional committee and delegation of 1 nitad
States officials, municipal anthorities, and other
bodies. The pall-bearers were ex-(GGovernor
Clifford, ex-Governor Bullock, ex-GGovernor
Clafi‘n, ex-Governor Washbarne, ex-Chief J us-
tice Bigelow, Hon, N. P. Banks, Hon. Robert
C. Winthrop, Hon. Charles Francis Adams,
John G. Whittier, and Ralph Waldo Emerson.
As the casket was borne from the hall down the
steps Baldwin's band played the dead march in
“Saul.” The procession passed directly down
Beacon street hetween masses of people, which
it required the vigilant exertiens of a large po-
lice force to prevent from encroaching upor
the street. receding the Mayor were tour
men who bore a massive cross, nine feet in
bheight, composed of calla lilies, camelias, lilies
of the valley. violets, and other choice exotics.
At the base, in a bed of white violets, were the
words, A tribute frem his usative citv and
home.” Arrived at the church, the remains
were conveyed showly down the aisle and de-
posited in front of the organ. After an organ
prelude, Rev. Mr. Foote recited the beantitul
sentence of St. John: ““! am the resurrectiou
and the life, ssith the Lord. Though he
were dead yet shall he live; and whose
liveth and believeth in me sball uever die.”
The choir then un’;the choral, ** To thee, ©
Lord, I yield my spirit.”” Mr. Foote then read
the J0oth and %th Psalms, the choir chanting
aiternate ]llﬁslﬁ;fﬂ. Selections from the 1s
Coriuthians, 156th chapter, coutained in the
burial service, were then read; after which, the
choir sang Mendelssohn’s beautiful anthem
*“ Happy and blest are they that have endured,
for thnuﬁh the body dies the soul shall live for-
ever.” r. Foote then read touching
of the services, beginuing, ** A man that is born
of a woman has but & short time to live and is
full of trouble.” The choir then sang Gasto-
rias’ choral, * Leave God to order all thy ways."
The prayvers of the service then followed; atte:
which, the cheoir sang Montgomery's hymn,
“ Servant of God, well dome.” Mr. Foote then
pronounced the benedictiou, and Mendelssohn's
funeral march was played upon the organ as
the remains were removed from the church.
The procession then reformed and the cortege
proceeded through Beacon and Charles streets
to Cambridge bridge, and themce to Mount
Aubarn, where it arrived shortly after ¢ o'clock.
At the grave the Lord's prayer was recited by
Rev. Dr. Sunderland, chapiain of the United
States Senate.
