UVATION.—Hon. Wm. D, Kelley, of Peunsyi-
vania, who left here shortly after the ad-
Journment of Congress, for Florida, with a
view to recruit his health, returned yestar-
day,and left this moriing for Phila telphia.
Although he spent the most of the time he
was absent in Filorlda, the Judge traveied
cxtensively through the states of Georgia,
North and Sonth Carclina and Virzinia,
Koeping. as he says, his eves aud ears open
to aseertain for himself the eondition of
afairs in the south. Avoilding the Pallman
palace cars while traveling, he mingled
Ireely wiith the people, black amnd white,
questioning them upon their condition, their
wanis and lLeir expectations. As a resultof
bhis ebservations and reseacches. Julze Kel-
ley says that he found every part of the
south visited hy him extremely depressed,
T financial legislation of the last Congress,
he says, is driving the south into insolvency,
and not until its repeal by a new (‘ofgress
:x_'lll there be any recuperation in that see-
ion,
