THE MISSISSIPPI ISVESTIGATION.
The Majority Report,

The special committee appointed under a
resnintion of the SBenata adopted on the 31st
of March last, and instracted to inqnirs how
far the rights of the people of Mississippi,
guaranteed by the constitution of the Uulted
States, and secured espaclally by the fifteenth
amendment, were violated by foree, fraud
or intimidation at the election beld in that
state on tbhe 2d of November, 1875, subralt:ed
to the Benate to day the testimony tixen,
wiih the concluslons of the commitiee Luere-

v. The report eays:

Tbe teslimony taken will fully suppor! the
allegalion Lnat force, frand and inthinida 'on
were used geuerally and anceessfully 1a tne
political canvassof 1875. Bat before prosead
Ing 1o & detalled slatement of the facts and
conclusions sustained and warranted oy tue
proof, the commitiee think It proper to refer
o the snggestions and excuses offers=i in
jnstification of the outrages commitied. It
has Leen alleged that Governor Amas was
An unfit persou 10 hold the offie2 to whicn he
was eiec’ed in the year 1573; hat, on the cou-
trary, the eominittee fnd trom thae evidence,
ag well as from general report in Mississippt,
that Governor Ames was pot oaly not & ae-
vable lo any just charge affectiug his por-
soonl integrity, his character as a publie
officer, or his abllity for the doties of chief
magistrale of that state, bnt that his fiuoss
in a1l these particnlars was sustaioed Ly the
lestimony of those who weére not in ac:ord
with him politically. The committee refer
especially to the testimony of the Hon. J. A.
F. Campbell, apf-nlnm:l hy the existiag gov-
eromenl one of the jundges of tne suprems
court of the state of Mississippi.

The evidence submitted tends strongly to
fhow, what cannot be denied, that there
were many persons inoffice 1n the state of
Mississippi, especlally in elecilve offices, in
the several counties, who were elther incap-
able or dishonest; and there werea lew of
the same character connected with the state
government. The conduct of these persous,
however, was not approved by the goveroor
nor by the masses of the republican pariy.

Complainis and charges against a class of
persons called *“‘carpet-baggers” are fre-
Gguent in the depositions of witnesses op; 0 ed
Lo tbe republican party in the state. [u1s to
be admiited that a small number of 1 ami-

rants from other stateés misused the confi-
ence of ibe black peopie, secared office, and
betrayed the trusts coafided to them. But
the number of such » compared with
tbe whole number of ImmIigrants, was very

srmall; and It Is but just to say 1hat the great
mejority are mmielligent, upright and brave
men from the north who are entirely {ncor-
roptible, and who, in peril of their lives,
are now struggling aganst serious odds Lo
maintain tLe'r political opilnions &nd to se-
cure & just adminisiration of the govera-
ment.

THE TAX QUESTION.

It 18 alleged that durlug the last sixor
eight years the expenses of lne s:ale have
been unnecessarily increased, and Lh&t heavy
iaxes have been imposed for which uo s le-
quate return bas been recelved by Lae peo-
ple. Comparisous are made belween the
rale ol laxallon previous to the war and
rluce Lbe jear 1870, and the conclusion is
drawn that large sums of money are extort-
ad irom ihe people and wasted, or, through
pegligence and exiravagance, misapplied.
It 15 undoubtedly true Lhat taxes are higner
in the siate of Mississippi than Lhey were

revious to 1%69; but the rate of Increass is
iar less than io some of the uorthern sta es,
Wwhere no serious compia'nts are made
agaiost the administration of pablic a7 .irs.
IT is 1o be observed, also, thal previons 1o
e war taxes were not ievied for the sup.
port of echools in Misslssippl, indeed, there
was no system of pubile lastruction; auad
Lial sirce tue war school houses have heen
érected in all parts of wbe siate for the eau-
cation of tne children of bolh raeces, and
large fums of money have heen expended
anpually for the matntenaance of schoois. in-
clodiug scucols for trainlug teachers. [.is
Als0 true Ltial previous Lo tue war taoetaices
were lruposed! upon slaves and upou buast-
ness, while since the war tue taxes have
been lald chiefly vpon personal property and
wpou lapd. In 1573 tne staite expenses were
SU52,000; 1o 1=i4, £504,000; and in 1475 the ex-
peuses were only #615,000. The siate daot,
not !oeludiog trust funds, is oaly 500,000, A
Lax ol ®i 60 npon each person will pay the
publicdebt and meetl tbé carrenl expeonses
for & year.

NO JUSTIFICATION FOR THE OUTRAGES.

The testimony taken tends Lo show taat
these who participated in the means oy
which the election of 1575 was carried by the
democratic party rely for justidcation upwn
the facis of maladmipistration, &3 set [orwa
in the testhmony submitted wita this reparl,
In the opinlon of the committee, Lthoss ersors
aud wrongs, if admiited to the exiant
claimed, furnish no justification whatever
for the outrages And crimes estahlisned by
the testimony. It is alleged in jastification
of the acta of Intimidation, and of tne erles
commlitted during the canvass and &' the
election, that Governor Am-s had organ-
lzed, or atlempted to organize, a force,
termed the negro militia. AL the time of
Lbe riot at Ciinton, on the 4ih of Beptember,
1575 which resalted in the death of at least
thirty persops, there was no military organ-
ization In the state. Tne sum of £60,000 had
been appropriated by the legisiature, at its
preceding gession, for the organization and
fupport of a military force; and the event at
Clinton, in connection with the fact of dis-
turbances in other portions of the state, led
Gov. Ames to attempt 118 organization. # #

Some of the officers selected byjhim were
pative-born white citizens who had served
io the late war on the slde of the coufeder-
ates, and ke soliclied and accepted recruits
from the white as well as fromn the black
population. This effort on the part of the
governor, il s now claimed, was the nccae
sion eeized by the democrats for organizing
and arming themselves, ostensibly Lo resist
tbe black militia; but in fact, such organ.
izatlon had been eflected previously, as is
sbown by the testimony concerning the Clin-
ton riot, apd 18 the end it became the means
by which the colored iphabitants and the
white repnblicans of the stale were over-
awed, Intimidated, and deprived of their
righute as cilizens, organizations were
the instruments aiso :dv which numerous
murders were committ upon persons who
were then active, or who had been active 1o
Lo+ republican party.

By tbe terms of the enufareuce an.-
tered into by General J Z. George, the chalr.
man of the democratie stale committes, and
Govervor Ames, on the 15tn of October, 1475,
the atlempt to organize Lhe militla was
abandored, General George on his part
agreeing 1o secure a peaceful election and
the fuil and free epjoyment of Lhe elective
franchise by every citizea. The stipulation
ou the part of the governor was falthfally
kepl, bul the promise made by General
Gieorge was syslematically disregarded by
tue democrats In the larger portion of the
siate.

(2) There was a general disposiiion ou the

artof white empioyers to compel the la

rers 1o vote the democratie ticket.

{3 ) Democratie clubs were organized fu
all paris of the state, and ibe able balisd
members were aiso organized into military
comparics and furnished with the hest
ATme that conld be procured in the country.
The fact of their cxiftence was no sesrst,
&lthcugh persous not in sympathy with the
movement were exciuded from membarsuaip
Indeed their object was more fully attained
by public declaratlons of their or-
gapization in conpection with the ijaten-
tlon, everywhere expressed, that it was
their purpore to CAIry e election at all
hazards. In many piaces Loese organiza-
Hons possessed one or more pleces of artll-
lery. There pleces of arlillery were carrled
over the counties and discharged upon the
rcads in the neighborhood of republican
meetings, and at ineetings Leld by the dem-
ocrals.
