Inspection of W, Theaters.

Sanitary Officer John Connell, who was
instrueted to inspect the theaters of this eity
fur the purpose of ascertaining the means of
egress in the case of fire. and other informa-
tiom in reganrd to the safety of the buildings,
vesterday submitted his report to the Board
ol Police Commigsioners :

Postage on D Letters.

Editor Star-— A bill has been recently of-
| fercd in the House to reduce the postage on
| letters to be sent through the mail from three

cents o two cents each half onnce. While
the committee has that under consideration |
would it not be a good idea to amend the ,
|-n.~uﬂ laws in relation to loeal ordrop lettors, |

n onder that they may be “forwarded,” liko
letters bearing three cent stamps, from one |
post office to another under the same stamp ? |
As the law now stands, a ']x-r.-m.': in leaving |
his residence may have his letters, except
local ones, sent to him in any section of the
country, and any deficient postage is col-
lected on delivery to the amount of more
than a dollar, but a loeal letter with a one or
Lwo'cent stamp on it, it matters not how im-
jortant it may be, can not be forwarded,
when only one cent is due on it. Hundreds
€l cases occur where a person drops a letter
in the mail, to be sent to some other place.
and by mistake places only local postage on
it, and. instead of going to the party aul-
dressed, it is sent to the ‘i)eud Letter Office.
Then if the name of the writer happens to b»
in it he receives a notice from the D. L. O.
that it is held for one or two cents, as the case
raay be. I have heard many complaints on
this subject, but the postal officials are no! to |
blame. They must obey the law. I think if
the attenlion of Congress is drawn to this
niatter it will receive proper coasideration,
as it is something that effects every one in
the country, including even the law makers.
