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Now is the Time to Make Improve-
ments.

At no time within the past twenly years
has the opportunity for the erection of build-
ing improvements heen so favorable for per-
sons desiriog to make lmprovements in
Washington as the present. The appropria-
tions made by the last Congress for general
improvements In Washingion through the
District Comm/issioners, the architeet of the
Capitol, and the Buperintendent of Public
Bulldings and Grounds have been about all
expended, and labor and building materials
are now plenty and down to ante-war prices.
Brick can now be purchased at #1.50 to &3
per thonsand, which three years ago cost 210
and £12. Lumber can now be had at £14 to
#18 per thousand feet, which formerly cost

22 to $2%. Mantels, plumbing work, glass,
paints, hardware, and house-trimmings
generally . have been proportionably rednced
in price, and skilled and common labor can
now be employed at entirely reasonable
rales,

With this condition of affairs at present
existing we are not surprised that there is
beginning to be renewed activity in real es-
tate transactions In Washington. The gen-
eral collapse in stock invistments through-
oul the country is having the effect to call
the attention of the people to judicious in-
vestments in real property, which in Wash-
ington—with its future progress and devel-
opment assured. as the capitol of the nation—
is one of the surest =ources of prosperity.
We doubt if parties desiring to build will
ever find the conditions as faverable to them
a8 the present. The Incoming Congress will
undoubtedly devote some attention to the
subject of general or internal improvements,
which may. if any scheme is adopted, have
the effect to advance the price of labor and
materials along the whole line.

We consider now the golden opportunity
for all persons who contemplate making im-
provements in Washington.

According to Consul Taylor, Sitting Bull's
foliowers in British America number 5,000
souls, 1 0 of whom are warriors. Some
even estimate his people at 9,000 and his war-
riors at 1,500. They are represented as get-
ting ammunition by hook or by ecrook, and
makeno secret of their intention to return to
the Yellowstone for another campaign. Sit-
ting Bull is evidently proud of his success
last year, and belleves he can do even better
next time. He seems to be courting his own
destruction.

The general order to be issued prohibiting
the sale of arms to Indians {s an excellent
one if it can be enforced, but it is doubtful If
it can be. The traders scattered throughout
the Indian coaniry derive their main profit
from the sale of arms and fire water 1o the
Indians, and being a shrewd sel of fellows,
it will be exceedingly difficult to prevent
them from violating the order. Tnoe Indians
frequently roband even massacre the whites
lo secure the wherewithal to purchase whisky
and guns, and protect the traders in their
unlawful traflic. A few years ago, when
the Red Cloud and Spotted Tall Sioax dele-
gations came to Washington, they brought
with them several traders, agalnst the pro-
lesls of the government, and In every coun-
cil which took place the principal echiefs
earnestly set forth that the traders weretheir
friends, and preferred the modest request
that the Great Father would give them
£10,000 each—a request, it is needless to say,
which was not faverably considered. Strin-
gent laws exist against selling arms to In-
dians, but the trouble 1s they are not as &
rule enforced, mainly because the traders
are shielded by the Indlans.

Etna, Maine, is a suitable point for flery
resolutions to emanate from. A republican
town conveotion held there the other day
formally declared that President Hayes has
violated his former promises and profes-
&lons, appointed democrats and men of no
known political principles for his Cabinet,
sought the advice of Hampton, Gordon, But-
ler, Lamar and others of the rebel demoe-
racy instead of consulting the leaders of the
republican party to gulde him,” anl that
therefore be iIs “a traltor to his party, to his
country and his God,” and flnally declaring
that the republicans of Etna will not give
“him or his Inlquitous policy sny support,
either political or moral.” Score a little one
for Senator Blaine.
