The Trial of .Mechlin.
Yesterday, in the Criminal Court, the trial of

Joel R. Poinsett Mechlin, charged with five as¬
saults on his daughters, was continued in the
Criminal Court (Judge Wylie) after our reportclosed, and Mr. Coyle continued his argumentfor the government, and was followed by Mr.
Taggart, for the detence, up to 3 o'clock.This morning there was another large audi¬
ence present. Mr. Taggart resumed his argu¬ment, and concluded about 11 o'clock, in ths
course of his remarks referring in no verycomplimentary terms to -'meddlesome neigh¬bors,on whom he charged all the trouble.
Assistant District Wells brietly went over

the circumstances of each case and claimed
that the government had made out a case un¬
der each of the informations. He closed at
noon.
The court instructed the jury that theyshould return a verdict on each of the infor¬

mations, remarking that the question was as
to whether the punishment was reasonable or
unreasonable.
After remaining out for two hours, the jury

was sent for and came in at 2.15 o'clock, and
having answered the call of their names, the
foreman, Mr. Daw, answered that they had
not agreed upon a verdict. The court instruc¬
ted them when they reached a verdict to sealit up, and adjourned until Monday.
A Psychometricax Diffictlty and Pros¬

pective Divorce Suit..George Baggott is aprinter, and resides on 9th, between H and I
streets. He is an industrious and well-disposed
man, and his wife, to do her part towardsmaking the pot boil, keeps furnished roomsfor rent. Among her customers of late therehave been some queer people, of the free-love
and spiritualistic persuasion, who, as Baggottalleges, have made a convert of his wife. Hav¬ing, he says, borne with their "tricks that arovain" to his heart's content, and feeling con¬vinced that his wife would be a better womanwithout such spirits, he ordered them to leave,and went so far as to set the traps of one D.-.H. R. Rogers and his side partner (Mrs. R. F.
Berry), the former, according to his card, a" psychovitalist and healer of diseases of mind
and body, medical electrician and somnambu¬listic diagnosis," and the latter, "trance me¬dium somnambulist and psychometrist,"out of doors, and requested them todiscontinue their visits to his house.This occurred several weeks ago, and sincethat time he states that he has seen his wifein company with Dr. Rodgers on the street,and has seen and watched them go to hisoffice on I street, between 12ih and 13th streets,where they would stay an unreasonable time
together. He warned his wife against this,and her excuse was that he was treating herfor a nervousness by his process of laying onof hands. This was by no means satisfatoryto Mr. Baggott, and he forbid her having anyfurther acquaintance with him, but has keptan eye on them. Last night abeut 10 o'clockcries of murder and police from Baggott'shouse aroused the neighborhood, and OfficerDuvall hastening to the premises found a
group of persons standing in front. He en¬
tered and found Dr. Lawrence and Mrs. Law¬
rence, also inmates of the house, in great ex¬citement on the lower tloor. They urged him
up stairs to the scene of trouble, and in thethird story he found Mr. Baggott pummellingDr. Kodgers with a chair at the entrance ofhis room. Taking both combatants alonghe locked them in separate cells on the chargeof disorderly conduct, neither being inclinedto charge the other with assault. They didnot relish the locking up process, and throughthe kindness of bystanders sent for theirfriends. Pap Jones, the veteran printer,known among the typos as the eood Samari¬tan and widows' friend, in company with Mrs.Baggott, visited the station near midnight and
arranged for a collateral for her husband, whowas outspoken to the reporters about his diffi¬culties. Rodgers, who was in a cell near bylistening to Baggott's narration, appearedvery restless, and would call out:."Mr. Re¬
porter, let me tell you my side of this story!"Baggott appeared quite excited, and declaredhis intention of taking immediate steps to geta separation from his wife: charging improperintimacy with Rodgers. Through the entrea¬ties of the latter a gentleman volunteered to
go to the lodgings of Mrs. R. F. Berry, hispartner,and acquaint her of his situation. It
was about midnight when this psychometricdiagnosist arrived. She is a hard featured,chunky woman, about 40 years old, and didnot waste many of her crisp words as she laidout the collateral.$5.for disorderly conductand $20 for carrying a pistol. Dr. Lawrencebusied himself in behalf of his spiritual friend.Dr. Rodgers and all left the station with a no¬tion to be in the Police Court this morning.They were not there this morning, and all thecollaterals were forfeited.
another Failure of a Policy Prosecu¬tion..in the case of George Dyer and JohnMatthews, two colored men, convicted ofselling policy tickets, Mr. A. B.Williams ap¬peared in the Criminal Court yesterday andmade a motion in arrest of judgment, and,after argument. Judge Wylie said it wasclearly a faulty information and could notstand. This policy playing was much to becondemned, but men must .be tried legally.He sustained the motion and discharged theprisoners.
