Bogus Butter.
It appears that a considerable quantity of

oleomargarine is sold in Washington now as
first-class butter. The imitation is so good
that in appearance it is calculated to deceive
experts, though, of course, it has not the taste
of genuine butter. The fraudulent sale of this
article as butter all over the country has caused
the passage of laws to stop the deception
New York and Maryland have recently passed
acts-'for the protection of dairymen and to
prevent deception in the sales of butter and
clieese." These laws provide that every per¬
son who shall offer or expose for sale any
article in semblance of butter or cheese
not the legitimate product of the dairy,
and not made exclusively of milk or
cream, shall distinctly and clearly mark
npon even- tub, firkin, box or package
of such article the word " Oleo-Margarine "

in plain Roman letters not less than half an
inch square: and the retail dealer sha 1 in all
cases deliver to the purchaser a label bearing
the same word plainly written or printed. The
lailure to mark or label the article sold is
made a misdemeanor and subjects the dealer
to a heavy fine.
In order to put a stop to th** fraudulent sale

here Congress wi!l be asked to pass a similar
act for thi> District.

The ponding bill in Congress to provide for

the revision and correction of assessments
for special iinprovem -nts was amended in
some important particulars by the Senate Dis¬
trict committee, as stated in yesterday's Star.
As this bill opens up to revision all the unpaid
assessments since February 21, 1871, which
cat not be collet ted until corrected in accord
arcewith its p:ovisions, leaving the tax lien
certificates heietofore issued subject to in
¦crease or decrease ns the new assessment may
determine, it is an important measure, and
>ve dev te considerable sp ice to printing its
provisions for the iiifor.nation of tax payers.

The Star called attention yestenlay to the
injurious effect on the business interest of
sparselnjettled districts caused by the delay
of Congress in providing the means for carry-
ing on the Post Office department printing.
The Po*t of to-day, referring to this matter,
says:
"The people in the snarselv-settled districts

of the I nited States receive a good deal more
than they pay for in a postal way, and, upon a
proper showing, they might Ite" persuaded to
repress their indignation. The paternal gov¬ernment which carries their letters for three
cents when the actual cost is twenty-five, mightte allowed a little rest occasionally."

It is hard to see how the l»eneficence of the
postal system of the United States is an ex¬
cuse for the failure of the temporary represen¬
tatives of one of its governmental branches to
provide the means for carrying out its provis¬
ions. There is no need for our paternal gov¬
ernment to go into the express business. If
Congress will ouly rouse itself from its little
rest and make an appropriation, which must
be made before long, all will be well. lis delay
in so doing increases the ultimate expenses
to be paid by the government, and inconveni¬
ences the public.
The generally expressed opinion is that the

Senate did itself little credit by rejecting the
nomination of Justin Colburn, of the New
York Time9, to be consul general to Mexico,
in revenge for the impartial criticisms made
by him on the course of some of the Senators.
Mr. Colburn is every way qualified for the po¬
sition, and while his health is not so much im
paired as to unfit him for duty, the change of
climate would be of great service to him.

It would perhaps be as well for the San
Francisco projectors of a second edition of
Stewarts Women's Hotel, to wait an l ascer¬
tain the success of that institution, befor pro¬
ceeding further with their venture. B it the
national mania for building hotels isalrnist
as strong as that for constructing railroads
once was. and the San Francisco millionaires
will very likely carry out their plan.
Some uneasiness has been excited in France

by the heavy purchases if horses suitable for
cavalry- purposes made by England in Nor¬
mandy. France never forgets that she is to
settle accounts with (iernnny some day, and
she desires in thar event to have as large re¬
sources in point of cavalry as in the oth »r
branches of her military strength.
