THE “ RURAL LABOR ASSOCIATION.—Petitions
to Congress are in eirculation in this city, and
recelving many signatures, which set forti the
distreseed condition of many of the workinzmen
in the large citlesof the country. proposes for
their relief the procuring of permanent emplov-
ment for them, and say that “this can best be
done by a cc-operative assoclation in the inter-
est of rural labor, which in its corporate capac-
ity may buy a large tractof fertile land. and
thus afford to the surplus labor of our eities a
tield for remunerative employment. A poor
laborer has not the necessary means to procure
land, build a house, and provide for his suste-
nance until the products of the soil ¥ield a suf-
ficient support for himself and his family. To
accomplish this—to furnish the laborer with a
suflicient area of fertile land, house and the ne-
cessary provisions at this settlement—is the ob-
Ject of the Rural Labor Association of the Cliy
of Washington. It requires, however, large
means to buy land, erect houses, and procure
the necessary provisions for the poor laborer,
who thus will be relieved by said associatio o,
The individual contributions of its members sud
shareholders are not sufficient to speedily real-
ize the benetits contemplated by its organiza-
tion. It is therefore the prayer of the under-
signed, tax-payers and business men of the city
of Washington, that material aid, in the shape
of a loan, should be given to said association o
the amount of a £150.000, issued in bonds of the
city of Washington, by the proper authorities,
and we hereby petition the Concress of the
United States to grant a charter to the Rural
Labor Association of the City of Washineton.,
and provide in said charter, in a proper section,
that the Cominissioners of the District ot o
lumbia be authorized to isste bonds of the city
of Washington to the amount of 2150.000, beir-
ing inferest at the rate of five per cent. per an-
num, redeemable within  twenty-tive  vews.
which bonds shall be delivered to the associa-
tion under such rules and reculations as may be
approved by the honorable committee of the
two houses ol Congress on the District of Co-
Inmbia: provided. however, that the entire traet

THE BIBLE IN THE SCHOOLS—A Peculiar Phase
of the Question.—Some time since the school
board of New Haven, Conn., voted to dlscon-
tinue religious exercises in the public 8chools.
