Ihe Fire Department.
THE NEW ENGINR-HIOUSES, APPARATUS, ETC.
The Board of Fire Commissioners met last
eévening. The report of Chief Engineer Cronin
for the month of November was read, showing

that during the month there were ten alarms

for fires, involving a ¥oss of £1.100, and an Insur-

ance of §000. With the regular monthly requi-

! sitions the chief submitted special requisitions
for furnishing the new engine-houses and
equipping the companies. The chief stated in
his report that, in his opinion, it would be un-
wise to walit until the new houses were finishel
and the new apparatus here before commencing
to make the purchases necessary to render them
serviceable, as the season of increased fires is
upon us, and the stre; enlng of our weak de-
partigent, should not
I'he requisitions were approved.

The report of Suaperintendent Miles, of the
fire-alarm telegraph, stated that the machinery
connected wilth  the Western Presbyterian
Church bell-striker broke down about ten days
ago but repairs had been ordered, and the bell
will =oon be placed in service. Mr. Miles also
subinitied a special communication recommend-
ing that the 1wo new signal-boxes for the new
iruck-Louses Le nuabered 39 and 65.  The rec-
ommendations were approved.

The matier of the nunbering of the new en-
Zines apd trucks was discussed.  Ttwas decided
to letter the trucks, the new one to be desig-
nated “A” and the one at present In use “B.”
The manufacturer was notitied accordingly.
The new engines will be numbered 7 and 5.

Building Inspector Entwisle was preseni at
the meeting by invitation to discuss the pro-
pesed metheds of ventilating the new engine-
houses. A plan subsirted by Dr. Thomas Owen
had been approved by the inspector. After some
discussion Mr. Entwisie was authorized to con-
sult with Dr. Owen, and i{ found advisable to ar-
range to introduce the ventilator in the new
houses, providing the cost does not exceed £
ror each house.  The commissioners also had
a conference with Mr. Entwisle rezarding the
biils submitted for estra work on the new
houses, which were reterred back to the fo-
specior. At the latter’s suggestion plans and
specifications for the alteration of the old truck
house were directed to be prepared,
