Alleged Attempt to Poison a Family.
OXALIC ACID IN THE COFFEE PUT,

Ttis morning. in the Police Court, the case ol
Mary E. Richardson, alias Wilson, a respectable
looking colored woman, was called on a charge
of an assault and battery with intent to kill
Mrs. Ellas Heldenhelmer. who resides at the
corper of 13th street and Pennsylvania avenue.
Mr. L. Browning, the accused woman’s counsel,
entered a plea of not gullty, and asked a con-
tinuance until to-morrow, whlch was granted,
the bail being fixed at £1,000. The woman has
been in the employment of Mrs. Heidenheimer
for a year having come from Warrenton,
va. Itis nm?ed that on Sunday night, when
Mrs. Heldenheimer told her to remain at home
ard take care of the child, she showed some 111
femper, and that when Mrs. H. came down to
breakfast rather late yesterday morning, she
found ber coffee poured out; that on tasting the
beverage she found that it was bitter, and pass-
ing It to others they pronounced it poisoned.
Some of the coffee was sent to Entwisle’s dru
store, and 1t was found to contain oxalic acid.
A two-ounce bottle of the stu was sent to
Prof. DeSchmedt, the District chemist, who
analyzed it and discoverea sIx grains of oxalic
ac];d In the two ounces. L'Il;he t&fu cohtg.‘ltn;.gi
when fuli, ounces, so the (uan
acid must BeBboon ol twenty-four grains,
sufficient to have killed an adult, and two tea-
spoonfuls would have been fatal for a young

ild. The woman, when she saw that some-
thing was wrong, and that she was suspected,
volunteered the statement that she had a lump
of alum in the kitchen which she could not now
find, and that it must have fallen into the
coffee pot. Detective Mlller last evening ar-
rested her and took her to police headquarters,
where she remained with herchiid, a small boy,
and this morning she was brought into court,
where she stuck to heroiiginal statement as to
the alum, which she bought for the toothache
from a small shop on D street, and that if it
was poison the mistake was made by the party
who sold It, and that she had no thought of

Mr. Spier, from the committee
on the Fall River strike, reported that they ex-
ﬁected 10 ralse quite a sum of money.

cDonald, from the committee on female labor,
reported progress, and sald they expected to
make an extended report in September. Mr.
McDonald moved the appointment of a commit-
{ee of five to prepare a report to present to the
House committee on the depression of labor;
adopted. Mr. McDonald called attention 1o an
article in the Repubiican, in which Mr. Clapp
had threatened t0 have the assembly indicted
Ior copspiracy, and sakl Mr. Clapp seems o
forget that he has been doing what he charges
on the a.saembly—-conaplﬂng to defeat men.

SOUTH WASHINGTON ASEING FOR STREET IM

PROVEMENTS.

A committee of property-holders in South
Washington ecalled at the office of the Commis-
sloners this morning to complain that arnong
the street improvements made the present sea-
son, South Washington has been totally nez-
lected. It was stated that, with the exception
of the improvement made on B streer south.
along the Ilne of thie new government buildings
being now erected, nothing had been done in
that section of the city. The great need of doing
somethin &lon some of the cross streets between
4)¢ and Tth streets was pointed out to the Com-
m!ssioners by Rev. Father Fortune and Mr. P.
Cullinane. Commissioner Phelps stated that
they were restricted In their expenditures to
the estimates submitted by thein to the last
Congress; that toe Controller of the Treasury
‘would allow no accounts not specificaliy set
forth In the estimares. A coPy of the estlmates
was produced, and it was found that among
them were a number of streets in South Wash.
ington. The committee stated that the aple
wanted E street, between 4% and 7th streets,
and H street, between the same streets, paved
with asphaltum, and that it wonld stop a large
amount of owiln g and dissatisfaction by tax-
payers in that sectlon. The Commissioners
said they would look over the situation aud do
what they could in the premises.

THE PROPOSED NEW SCHOOL BUILDINGS.

Inspector of Butldings Entwisle has, at the
request of the District Commissioners, sub-
mitted detalled estimates of the three different

of the
€ new

{ plans for new school houses—the Lauritzen

(original), Cluss, and Lauritzen (modified), in-
cluding ground, furniture, fencing and paving
connected therewith, the purpose belng to
determine which plan to use and location for
same. T'he Cominissieners. upon a review of
the law a;%pmpriatlng the money, have con-
cluded that ¢he amount for each school bulld-
Ing canuot excoed $37,500, inciuding ground,
enclosing same, and for furniture. The esti-
mates are as follows: For the Lauritzen plin,
located on Massachusetis avenue, between 17th
and 1sth streets, $33,565; same, located at Stan-
ton square northeast, $33,633; {'luss plan, on
Massachusetds avenue, $37,916; same, at Stan
ton square, £23,047; Lauritzen plan (moditied),
on Massachusetts avenue, $33.014, same, at
Stanton square, $39,796, including a hall in
fourth story. These plans and estimates have
been turned over by the Commissioners to the
school board for information and fuyrgher con-
sideration by that boay,

REIAIRING THE SCHOOL HOUSES. ’
Since the work of repairs of school houses
were turned over to Mr. Entwisle, inspector of
bulldings, July 1st, one hundred and six Ssepa-
rate contracts have been given out by hiin for
such repalrs. lle and his assistant have had
Rersona supervision of the work in all its

ctails, and it is probable that all these build-
Ings will be In perfect order by September 1st,
the commencement of the new school term.
The actual cost of such repatrs up to the present
time has been $10,033. It IS thought the total
expense for the school year will not exceed
310,00 Of the $25,000 appropriated for this pur-
pose.
